Crops for Soiling.

In order to encourage the growth of
crops for soiling, the better to save our
bay crop for market, where it gener-
ally commands a high price, we give
the following outline as practiced by
Col. E. Warring, Jr., of Rhode Island,
a well known agriculturist of his re-
gion for soiling crops where the herd
consists of a dozen cows.

1. In the autumn, early, sow 3 acres
of rye. It will’be ready to cut from
May 15 to June 15.

2. April 1st, sow 3 acres oats; cut
from June 12th to July 1.

3. April 30 sow 2 acres of oats or
barley; cut from July 1 to 15.

4. May 1st sow 2 acres of oats or of
barley: will be fit to cat from July 15
to August 10.

5. May 15, two more acres of same:
cut from August 10 to September 1.

6. June 15 plant No. 1 with corn ;
cut it from September 1 to September
20.

7. Early in June re-sow plat No. 2|
with barley ; can cut from September |
20 until roots and cabbage mature,
which is usually from October 1st to
15th.

8. In September sow plats Nos. 4/
and 5 with winter rye to be used in|
spring. ;
