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The issue of standard silver dollars from
the mints for the week ended Ju'y 21 was

$334,000. The issue for the corresponding
period of last year was $186,499.

The shipments of boots and shoes from
New England last week to Baltimore were

larger than to any other city in the
country, and aggregated $450,000 in value.

A teacher in a female boarding school
on bearing a scholar say she was sweating
reproved her as follows: “My dear, bear
in mind that horses sweat, men perspire
and young ladies get in a glow.”

One of the amendments to the military
law in France, introduced in the French
Chamber, wages war upon bachelors. It

proposes to put all the bachelors into the
first-class of reserves to be called out first
in time of war, and compelled in time of
peace to extra drills and manoeuvres. It
also retains them on the list of reserves
for twelve years instead of six years, the

term for married men. The amendment

is conceived in the hope of forcing the
smart young bachelors of France into
matrimony, but the effect of it will be to
make the bachelors “first in war, first in
peace and first in the hear s of their”—
countrywomen.

A shocking and dreadfully fatal acci-
dent occurred at Tivoli, on the Patapsco
river 15 miles below Baltimore city, on
Monday evening last, by the breaking
down of a wharf upon which a large num-
ber of excursionists were crowded, pre-
paratory to taking their departure on the
boat for the city. An excursion had been
given to that point by a Catholic benefi-
cial society of Baltimore, which was large-
ly attended; and after a day pleasantly
and quietly spent, a large crowd had con-
gregated on the wharf about 9 o'clock, p.
m., to receive the last beat load of excur-

sionists and to take the boat for a return
to the city. At this juncture the pier,
which was weak, gave way, precipitating
over 300 people into the water, and de-
spite all efforts to save them sixty-three
of the number perished. This is one of
the most distressing accidents of the kind
that has ever happened in this section of

the country, and should be a warning to
the proprietors of excursion resorts to
have their piers strongly constructed, and
to excursionists not to crowd so densely
upon those structures.

The corrupting appliances by which In-
diana was carried for the Republicans in
October, 1880, powerfully contributed to

the election of Garfield in the following
November. This raises the question
whether the October States do not form
an evil which ought to be remedied

The number of these States has diminish-
ed of late. Pennsylvania, which bad been

the greatest of these States for two gene-
rations, and whose October contests had
been the pivot whereon many Presiden-
tial elections had turned, gave the lead
by changing to November. Indiana and
lowa have followed her example. The
only State whose October elections now

have much influence upon the country at
large is Ohio. In the earlier dajs when
Pennsylvania elected her Governor in Oc-
tober, the cry was, ‘As goes the keystone
State, so will go the Union.” In tthe
Presidential years the October contests
were waged furiously, and the State was
flooded with money. So it was in Indiana
in 1880, the expenditure of money by the
Republicans beyond all precedent. At
next year’s October contest in Ohio, the
Republicans, unless utterly discouraged
in the mean while, will attempt to pur
chase the State, as they bought Indiana in
the Garfield campaign. The evil conse-
quences of the past show that in the Pres-
idential years all the leading States ought
to hold their elections for State officers in
November.

The cholera continues to spread in the
East, and is said now to be epidemic in
Egypt. There are also reports of cases in
various parts of Europe, including the
harbors of London and Liverpool. Great

apprehension is felt lest the disease reaeh
this country. Surgeon-General Hamilton,
of the marine hospital service, said to a

Sun reporter on Monday that if the report
stating that cholera now exists among the
shipping at London or Liverpool should
prove true he would order the marine
hospital tug Woodward to be stationed

inside the capes as a boarding vessel, to
protect the ports of Baltimore, Norfolk,

Richmond, Newport News and Washing-
ton. The health commission at Baltimore

has been notified to this effect. This is
only done as an additional precaution
against the importation of the disease, and

n) fees will be charged by the govern-

ment. The sick will be removed from
the vessels to the quarantine barge. The

barge Selden will be removed from its

present station in Willoughby’s cove,
opposite the rip raps, and towed across
the Chesapeake bay to Fisherman’s Island,
inside of Cape Charles. He says the re-

port that an infected vessel arrived at
Alexandria, Va., a day or two ago is un-
true. An official of the marine hospital
service was sent to Alexandria yesterday,
and, in company with the health officer
of that place, made an inspection of the

vessel mentioned, and found her not only
clean, but free from sickness. There bad
been no sickness on board ofher since she

left Aspinwall, the latter part of June.

We refer our contemporary for the full;
text of the law in ques’ion to chapter 453

I of the acts of 1868. The distinctive fea-

; tures of the law consisted in the appoint
• ment of a person of skill and judgment as

> an engineer to be general superintendent
of the road service in the county, and in a

requirement that every male resident of
the county, above the age of 31 years and
not physically incapacitated, should con-
tribute annually, without compensation,
either in person or by substitute, two days
of labor in the road service. In this way

f the labor upon the roads was intelligently
and skilfully directed with a view to per-

’ manent and lasting repairs, and an abun-

-1 dance ol efficient labor was secured with
: the burden thereof resting equally upon

1 the whole people who use and enjoy the

1 roads, and not upon the overburdened tax
payers alone.

1 This system had been for many years
previous to its adoption here (and we pre-
sume is still) in successful operation in
several of the Northwestern States: the

, idea having been communicated to our

people by a gentleman from that section
, of the country, who visited the county.—

During the two years it was in operation
here, it showed most satisfactory results:

, and extensive and permanent improve-
ments were made in the thoroughfares of

the county. Many swamps and boggy
places in the roads, which had previously
been impassable in bad weather, were by
the skilful management of the superinten-1
dent in charge, effectively drained and
provided with substantial and enduring
causeways; so that travel over them was

rendered easy and safe at all seasons. If

is generally agreed by our better judging
citizens that, had that system been con-
tinued down to the present time, our roads
throughout the county would have been
converted into turnpikes, and the burden

of future repairs have been thereby great- i
ly reduced.

Notwithstanding the efficiency of that
system, the extent of its operations and

the skilful manner in which the work was
conducted, it was not burdensome to the
tax-payers. The maximum annual expen-1
iditure a'lowed under that law, including

i the superintendent's salary was $5,000
’ while the annual expenditure under the
'inefficient and do-nothing system (if it

! may be called a system! now in operation
i here is double that amount.

The great economy of the Page system
consisted in the manner in which labor
