1 in the direction from w hich 'he ball came, liav-
j ing just turned to speak to some of his hands

when the ball struck him in the left breast,
passed through his coat, vest and undercloth-
ing and cutting through the skin, striking his

breast-bone and ginning off, inflictinga pain-

ful, but not serious wound. Only a week ago

the doctor was on his way to visit some
patients, and when near the crossing of the

Baltimore and Potomac railroad, a ball passed
very near his head and struck a tree on the

opposite side of him. This ball, he stys. was

fired from a rifle in the hands of one of these
gentlemen, at Waldorf station, who was firing

at a target down the railroad, some two or

time hundred yards from where it struck. He
-ays he has frequently cautioned them of the
danger of shooting with these long-ranged

rifles, as the different roads pass through thick
forests, and it is impossible to see anyone pass-

ing, even within a short distance from where

the shot is fired, and in case the ball does not

strike the target it is impossible to tell w hom
it may strike. He says he thinks he knows

the parly who fired the ball that struck him. as

h • saw him pass up the road only a short while
! before Of course the shot was not intentional,

jhut the law is severe on suvh reckless shooting

and steps will be taken at once :o break up
this dangerous sport and to bring the party in

! the present instance to Justice.

NfW Court Rules.

A copy cf the new set of rules adopted by

the Court of Appeals has been sent to the
Clerk of the several counties. The following

changes are important to the public;
The terms for ail Circuit Courts in the State

as Courts of Equity for return of process shall
be of two months’ duration and commence on

the first Mondays ofJanuary. March, May, July.
September and November of each year. The
title of the party bringing an equity suit shall
be “plaintiff,” as in law cases, and not “com-
plainant” as heretofore. Except when testi-
mony is to be taken beyond the limits of the
county or city (or which the court exercises
jurisdiction, no commissions to take testimony
shall issue. It is further provided that the
Circuit Court for each of the counties and the
Supreme Bench ot Baltimore city, shall each
appoint two or three experienced and compet-
ent examiners, who shall, upon qualification,
be officer- of the Court; and for any special
reason a special examiner may be appointed
These examiners are given authority to issue
subpoenas for w itnesses, administer oaths, noii-
|V parties of the lime of their sittings, preserve
order, elf. The rules go into effect Sepiember 1.

Pinkeye Among the Horses.

We have heard one or two cases of the
disease known as ‘ pinkeye” reported as exist-
ing among horses near this village. This

disease is thought to be contagious, or rather
noxious, being communicable by effluvia w hen
other horses are allowed to run out or lemain

in the stable with horses affected with the
disease. The disease is not very severe oi

dangerous, except in case of imprudent man-

agement, but may become so by overw oi king

or unnecessary exposure of animals that me

suffering with it. lis symptoms are dullness
and lassitude on the part cf the animal with

1 iss of appetite, accompained by a yellowi.-h or

pinkish co'oring ot the membranes of the eyes.
The treatment indicated is to allow ibe suffering

animal complete rest, and give horse-powders
in ordit ary coses, or oilier simple remedies
tending to correct the assimilative functions
and restore the appetite. in localities where
lh-.se means have been promptly resorted to

the disease has not spread to any extent ; and
1 may be regarded as not easily communicable
As serious inconvenience might be experienced
by our farmers from a general spread of the
disease at this busy season, it would be pru-
dent for all to lonk out for the incipient symp-
toms of the malady and take prompt measures

to prevent it from spreading or assuming a

severe type.
