It is with the greatest pleasure and full-
est satisfaction and confidence that we
place at the head of our columns to-day
the ticket nominated by the Democratic
State convention which assembled in Bal-
timore on Wednesday. The proceedings
of the convention were barmoninus, and
the candidates selected for the offices to
be filled are eminently well fitted and qual-
ified tor their respective posts.

Of the Hon. Robert M. McLane, ‘'who is
nominated for Governor,wehave frequent-
ly spoken heretofore. He has a long, dis-
tinguished and clear record as a public
servant and is widely known by the peo-
ple of the Stste. The manner in which
this preferment has been put upon Mr.
McLane is as highly complimentary as it
is unusual in recent political history. Not
only has he not solicited the nomination,
but when repeatedly approached on the
subject by his many friends anJd admirers
he has as often stated that he was not a
candidate for the position, and would not
consent to complicate the troubles which
were gathering about the Democratic par-
ty of the State by being considered in any
way a candidate. He has remained en-
tirely quiescent during the agitation that
has been going on regarding the coming
maau, and of him it m1y be truly said that
the office has sought the man. He was al-
most unanimously nominated on the first
ballot.

Mr. McLane is a refined gentleman, a
cultured scholar and a statesman of
breadth, learning and large experience. In
hislong and distinguished service in the
House of Representatives of the United
States he has acquired a national reputa-
tion as an unswerving Democrat, a wise,
able and a prudent representative and a
learned and conscientious statesman.
‘Whenever he arose upon the flaor of the
House silence reigned and his counsel was
listened at on both sides of the body. In
our State Legislature he was known as a
leading thinker and a wise counsellor.

Mr. McLane’s record in every public
position he has occupied has been above
reproach. He was confident'y looked for-
ward to by the people of the State as the
one man above all others who would heal
all dissensions in the party and lead it to
success and victory. No one doubts that
all proper reforms in State government
will be quietly an1 surely effected under
Mr. McLane's administration. With him
as our standard bearer victory is sure.

The following is a brief sketch ot the
candidates:

The Hon. Robert Milligan McLane is
the eldest son of the late Louis McLane,
of Delaware,"and was born in Wilmington,
June 23, 1815. Louis McLane was in his
time Representative in Congress, United
States Senator, minister to~ Great Britain,
Secretary of the Treasury and Secretary
of State. After twenty years of public
service he retired to private life in 18387,
and shortly afterwards removed te Mary-
land, having been tendered the presidency
of the Baltimore and Ohio Railread Com-
pany. Mr. Robert McLane’s mother was
formerly Miss Catharine Milligan, of Cecil
county. In 1829 he accompanied his
father to England, and studied in Paris for
two years, at the end of which he re-
turned home, and was appointed a cadet
in West Point Academy by General
Andrew Jackson. He graduated in 1837,
and was appointed second lieutentant in
the Fiirst Artillery. In 1841 he was sent
to Europe to examine the system of dykes
and drainage in Holland. While on that
trip he married in Paris Miss Georgine
Urqubart, daughter of a Louisiana merch-
ant. Previous to sailing for Europe in
1841, in addition to his engineering duties
he studied law in Washington under Gen.
Walter Jones, and was admitted to the
bar. In 1843 heresigned his military posi-
tion and started the practice of law in
Maryland. In 1842 he was elected to the
House of Delegates of Maryland. Tn 1847
he was elected to Congress frem the fourth
congressional district of Maryland ever
the Hon. John P. Kennedy, the whig can-
didate. He was re-elected to Congress in
1849, and in 1853 President Pierce ap-
pointed him commissioner to Chins,-with
the powers of a minister plenipotentiary.
In 1854, there being nothing to keep him in
China, and the climate not agreeing with
him, he was recalled at his own request.
Early in 1859 he was appointed by Pre-
sident Buchanan ¢nvoy extradorinary and

* minister plenipotentiary to the Republic

of Mexico. Diplomatic relations between
the two republics had been suspended for
several years previous to Mr. McLane's
appointment. Revolution had reduced
Mexico slmost to a state of anarchy, and
indication were not wanting of the pro-
posed interference of the European powers.
Gen. Miramon held possession of the
capital, while President Juarez was at
Vera Cruz. Mr. McLane recognized
Juarez as President of the country and
presented his credentials to him. While
in Mexico Mr. McLane negotiated a treaty
which gave to citizens of jthe United
States increased commercial advantages.
In 1860 Mr. McLane resigned and returned
to his family in Baltimore. Ia the heated
discussions of 1860, Mr. McLane took the
ground that the United States had no
right to coerce a State into submission,
insisting that the policy of coercion was
the policy of disunion and war. In 1863
he was engaged as counsel for the Western
Pacific Railroad, and during 1864 and
1865 visited Europe in that capacity sev-
eral times. In 1876 he was elected to the
State Senate from Baltimore, and after-
wards served two terms in Congress.

April 19th, 1842. His father and m»other
were both natives of Uniontown, and his
ancestors were among the erliest s:tt'ers
of the vicinity, He gradua'ed ia 1861,
and directly began the study of law with |
ex-Judge Wm.

In 1874 he was admitted to the bar, an.l |
has lived in Westminster ever sinze. In ‘
1868 he was a D2mocratic Presidenial
elector, and in 1874 was elected to Con-
gress from the second district of Mary'and
over John T. Ensor, republican. He was
re-elected in 1876, and asa member of the
committee on commerce worked so hard
for the advancement of Bailtimore’s inter-
ests that on his retirement he was tender-
ed a public testimonial by the leading cit-
izens of the city. Since his last term in
Congress he has not been a candidate for
any public office, devoting his attention
to his professiona! duties.

Mr. J. Frank Turner, the nominee for
Comptroller, was born in Talbot county in
1844, and as a boy worked on a farm in
his native county. In 1862 be was ap-
pointed as clerk in the office of register of
wills of Talbet county, and the following
year was appointed recorder in the office
of the clerk of the county court. In 1873
he was elected c'erk of the court and was
re-elected in 1879.

Our Charles county “inpublicans™ are|
sorely vexed and sad'y perplexed at the|
failure of the Demacratic county conven: |
tion to make nominations for county offi- |
ces. The only cohesive force that helds
the little white corporation together, that
controls the negro vote, is the spnils re-
sulting from the county offices of trust and
profit into which they have heretofore
thrust and continued themse!ves by means
of the blind and superstitious adherence of
the negro vote to what they call the “in-
publican” party. The number of these
white corporators has graduaally increased
until now there are not offices enough to
go around. Inconsequence there is a fierce
rivalry developing among them as to who
shall be put up for the several offices this
fall, and the corporatioa is already nearly
rent asunder by the eager avarice of its
contending members for the ever eaticing
spoi's. TIn addition to this the colored
brother himself has becomse affected with
a spirit of discontent and insubordination
at the manner in which the blacks hrve
been excluded from every pre‘erment and
held in abject and completa political ser-
vitude to do the bidding of their new
masters. At first the sable voter was sat-
isfied with tramping to Port Tobacco once
a year to “seckon de moshun” and carry
out the cut and dried platform of the cor-
poration, and to gorge himae'f with touzh
beef and bad whiskey at the election morn-
ing “breakfusts.” Buat now. aroused by
the spirit of insubordination and self-as-
sertion set on foot by the recent co'ored
conventions of Biltimore, which has been
taken up by tteir educated leaders in the
counties, they demaad more, and insist
upon representation on the tick t. All
these disturbing causes which now exist
promised to mike their machine move
this fall, not with the glib and fric-
tionless uniformity that has heretofore
characterized it, out with a harsh and ir-
regular motion and a dangerous aad un-
certain revolu‘'ion. This was certainly
enough to distarb the usual serenity of
the corporators and affect them with anx-
ious concern as to the result of the coming
convention ; yet they consoled themselves
with hopes that when the D:macrats had
placed a full ticket in the field, the old
time prejudices of the colorei voter could
be 8o far revived astn indace him to again
patiently bear the yoke of servitude for
his white masters, and that ths disgruat-
led whites might be quieted by promises
of future prefermeat. But now that it
seems probable that the Democrats and
tax-payers will not enter into the contest
for the local offices but will maintain the
attitude of quiet spectators, while the con-
tending corporators and jealous and in-
subordinate colored brethren fight it out
among themselves, the position of the
white corporators becomes really distress-
ing. Many and anxious have been the
caucuses of the ring leaders since the ad-
journment of the Democratic convention,
and their grave and weary countenances
indicate the true nature of the anxiety
with which they are internally affected.

The Hagerstown Mail, that irrepressible
grumbler, after sorely puzz'ing its brain
to find some objection to Hon. R. M. Mec-
Lane, bas found out, or says it has, that
Mr. McLane’s committee in the State Sen-
ate in 1878, reported the bill for the estab-
lishment of the office of Insurance Com-
missioner, and that there “never was such
an office before.” If our Washington
county contemporary would tax its large
intellect a little more it might find out
that the office of Insurance Commissioner
is in existence (and had been for years be-
fore it wus established in Maryland)in most
of the northern and eastern States where
the insurance business has assumed large
proportions. It might also learn that the
office in question is recognized by all pol-
itical parties in those States as of the high-
est utility and that no opposition to it has
ever been made. It might also find out
that the office has been productive of a
revenue to the State, and that though it
“never was before” the great recent devel-
opment of the insurance business in Mary-
land renders it necessarynow. Mr Ham-
ilton’s organ appears to labor under the
same delusion as that unfortunate gentle-
man himself, that because any department
of public service did not previously exist,
and because the State “got along” without
it, its utility is impossible and its esta)>-
lishment necessarily wrong. This Wash-
ington county philosophy will not be re-
cognized as correct by the people of a
progressive State.

The Rev. R. Heber Newton testified in
New York on Tuesday before the United
States Senate sub-committee on labor and
education.
