Mr. Brady, of Baltimore ceunty, on
Tuesday obtained leave to introduce a bill
to impose a fine of §5 on every qualified
voter in the State who fails to cast a bal-
1ot at general elections, provided the fail-
ure so to de is not caused by sickness or
absence from place of registration. The
bill compels judges of election to send lists
of those who do not vote to the clerks of
courts, who will summons them to appear
before the presiding judges to be excused
or fined. The money received from the
fines 18 to go to the school fund, und $100
to be exempt from execution in such pro-
ceeding.

Of the twenty-six members of the Mary-
land Senate eleven are lawyers and one,
Senator Allston of St. Mary’s county, is
studying that profession, while nine are
engaged in agricuitural pursuits. There
are also two merchants, one physician,one
retired merchant and one lumber dealer.
A noticeable feature of the Senate this ses-
sion is the large proportion of young men
in that body, no less than ten of its mem-
bers being under forty years of age. The
youngest Senator, Mr. Rusk, of the first
legislative district of Baltimore city, is
only thirty years of age, while the Presi-
dent of the Senate, Hon. Henry Lloyd of
Dorchester county, is only thirty-two years
of age.

We referred last week to the statistics
given by ex-Governor Hamilton in his last
message regarding the Tax Commission-
ers office, and thought that if the Gevern-
or was correct in his statement, he bad
shown good grounds for the abolition of
the office. It now appears, however, by
the report of the Tax Commissioner, since
made to the General Assembly, that the
Governor was sericusly in error in his fi-
gures. The report shows that nearly dou-
ble the amount of money stated by Mr.
Hamilton has been collected through the
office. Commissioner Woolford is at a
loss to account for the ex-Governor’s mis-
take, unless he adopted the statement
made by the Hagerstown Mail last sum-
mer as the basis of the statistical showing
he made in his report.

To such as pretend to believe that the
motives which have actuated the Times in
i's efforts to correct the grave irregulari-
ties which have taken place about the com-
missioners office, were those of political
prejudice or personal vindictiveness, we
commend the following axiom laid down
by Hallam, the constitutional historian,as
containing an exact explanation of our
action in this matter:

‘Tt is difficult to name a limit beyond which
taxes will not be borne without impatience
when they appear to be called for by necessity
and faithfully applied ; nor is it impracticable
for a skillful winister to deceive the people in
hoth these respects. But the sting of taxation
is wastefulness. What high-gpirited man could
see without indignation theearningsof his la-
bor, yielded ungrudeingly to the public de-
fense, become the spoil of parasites and pecula-
tors? It is this that mortifies the liberal hand
of public spirit ; and those statesmen who deem
the security of government to depend not en
laws and armies, but on the moral sympathies
and prejudices of the people, will vigilantly
gun:-d against even the suspicion of prodigali-
ty.!

Thus it will be seen that if our action
