The corn crop w ill
fall below expectations, both in quantity and
qn dity, owing to the injury which it sustained
by the warm, moist, followed by freezing i
weather which prevailed in November. The

wheat crop will aggregate 400,000,000 bushels ;
and the oat crop 500.000,000 bushels, a larger'
vield than last year.
