It this rule be not adopted, it will be im-
possible to draw the line anywhere else:
all of the nineteen counties in which any
tobacco at all is produced cou'd claim to
be tobacco growing counties. It is obvi-
ous that this was not the intention of the
Legislature in the use of the term, because
when you give it that interpretation you
deprive it of any meaning whatever.

Adopting then the obvious and on'y
reasonab'e interpretation of the term, and
construing it as referring to the counties
in which tobacco is the chief article of
agricultural production, and you have on-
ly to glance at the table above to ascer-
tain what counties weie intended to be
designated. Obvious'y the first five coun-
ties of Prince Georges,Charles, Anne Arun-
del, St. Mary's and Calvert, in which the
annual production of tobacco ranges from
nearly four to over six mil'ion pounds each
were referred to as the tobacco growing
counties of the State, and Montgomery, in
which the production is much less than
one million and annually diminishing.and
all the the counties following it in the list
are excluded. It will be perceived that the
aggregate annual production of Montgomery
and the thirteen counties that follow it only
amounts to 1, 604 221 pounds, much less than
