This shows the production of |
the year to have been 98 per cent. of that|
of the preceding year, the average price|
per head under one year old to be $5.46|
and the average price for over one year
to be $12 54. The same publication putg
Maryland’s wheat production last year at
17,904,700 bushels, and the acreage at|
691,542 her corn crop at 21,702,080 bush-
els, on an acreage of 678,120. During
the same year Maryland is credited with
having raised a total of 1,611.423, bushels
of wheat for human food; 8,445,692 bush-
els for food for work animals: 5,908,551
bushe!'s for food for cattle and swine, and
3,939,034 bushels were shipped from the
county where they were raised.

In President Arthur's message a year
ago he recommended “an enlargement of
the free list so as to include the numerous
articles which yie!d an inconsiderable
revenue, a simplification of the complex
and inconsistent schedule of duties upon
certain manufactures, particularly those
upon cotton, iron, and steel, and a sub-
stantial reduction of the duties upon those
articles and upon sugar, molasses silk,
wool and wool'en goods.” Relying upon
the promise of the men in Comgress who
constructed the present tariff act, that it
would effect all the reduction of duties
advisable at this time, be did not renew
his recommendation ia December. Now
that he has seen how ineffective and abor-
tive the law is, the contingency that he
would fail to sign the Morrison bill, in
event of its passage—a bill which provides
in good faith for reductions which the
President approves—is not to be enter-
tained for a moment.

Gov. McLane on Wednesday re'urned
the bill reducing the marriage license fee
from $4 50 to 60 cents to the Senate, in
which body it originated, without his sig-
nature and in a well considered message
gave his reasons for withholding his sig-
narure from the bill. After revewing the
financial condition of the State and show-
ing how necessary it is to retain all the
present revenues of the State in order to
rehabilitate our sinking funds and comply
with the censtitutiomal requirements in
reducing the debt, the Governor concludes
by saying:

“Afcer this statement of the financial
condition of the State, and fully sympa-
thizing with those who desire the passage
of this bill in the interest of the poorer
classes of the community, and under the
further influences of meral considerations
involved in the policy of abstainiag from
all taxation of marriage contracts, I have
to observe that if any one contemplating
matrimony found the price of the present
marriage license too great, he could very
readily gain exemption from the payment
of any license tax at all by utilizing the
provisions of the existing law relating to
the publication of the banns of matrimony.

The veto was sustained by a vete of 11
to 13—almost a party vote—and this ill-
timed and unjustifiable measure is thus
put an end to. The action of the Gov-
ernor will be commended by all judicious
citizens throughout the Sta‘e.

of the minimum reduction ree mmended
by the commission, as its total reduction
it is estimated, wi'l not exceed 18 percen'.
It is difficult to see wherein the provisions
of this bill conflict materially with the
doctrine of “incidental protection™ which
has been from time to time more or less
recognized in Democratic plattorms, and
which is so zealously contended for by
some. Supposing the present tariff to he
adjusted on a basis of proper protection
to the numerous industries, then a hori-
zontal reduction to bring the tariff down
to a revenue basis would seem to be the
plainest pessib’'e way of preservinz t'e
same relative protection to the different
industries.

So it appears that this bi'l of Col. Mor
rison’s is the fairest possihile measure tha'
could be devised to meet the demands of
the country for tariff reform, and the re-
solute purpose of our par'y leaders to
plant themselves upon it and to make it
the platform of an aggressive campaign
must be commended as wise and courage-
ous. The measure is entitled to the sup
port of all but protectionis’s for protec-
tion sake. and, as has heen forcibly said.

Any one who has read the existing law
in reference to marriage licenses knows
that an express exception has been made
in favor of the religious society known as
“Friends,” commonly called “Quakers.”—
The law as originally framed and as it has
existed for over a century seems to have
been careful to leave an alterna‘ive to
which all might resort in order to validly
perform the marriage contract without
license or tax. It allowed the members of
all other religious denominations to be
married by the preliminary publication of
the bans; and, recognizing that there was
no such ri'ual as publication of bans a-
mong the Friends, made an express excep-
tion in their case and provided merely
that a memorandum should be signed in
the presence of witnesses to be recorded
among the archives of the society.

These well considered provisions, giv-
ing an alternative to all citizens of the
State of every religious persuasion in the
manner of celebrating marriage, whereby
the tax was net made compu'sory or obli-
gatory upon any ene, effectually avoided
any legal objection that might have been
raised as to the constitutionality of the
tax. But id the case of the recent substi-
tute, introduced and advocated by persons
ignorant of the existing law, no such al-
ternative is left, and, therefore, if there be
any constitutional objection to such a tax,
and there probably is, this bill of the
learned Mr. Moore is c'early open to it —
If it be unconstitutional to levy a tax up-
on marriage, then a charge of 60 cents is
as much a violation of the principle as a
charge of $4 50. The difference is only in
degree, not at all in principle.

Every word that has been said in advo-
cacy of this most unnecessary reduc ion of
the revenues of the State has been based
upon ignorance of the existing law, and
the adoption of it is a fair guage of the
calibre of the majority of the men who
have been making laws at Annapolis this
winter.
