Any material that will enrich land
and nourish and feed crops ii a ma-
nure. The best manure is made upon
the farms, and all things considered,
compost is the best form of manure,
it requires but little outlay of money,
but much elbow grease to have enough
of it. In fact it is extremely doubtful
whether any farmer ever did have
enough of it for every want of his
farm. Manure can be and should be
made the year round. It would pay
any well established farmer to keep a
hand, regularly employed collecting
the material and composting manure.
Everything that can be got in the
way of green weeds, straw, leaves,
muck, rubbish, cornstalks, rotting
wood, old rags, leather, hair, feathers,
old hog beds, wood scrapings, rich
dirt, road dust, bones, oy-ter shells
and animal deposits of every kind,
will go to help swell the compost heap.
Collect everything that will rot or
that can be reduced by acid or steep-
ing in lye. Strong wood ashes is an
essential part in all compost. Few
things will resist long the action of
wet ashes, but in a few months refuse
of every kind will be reduced to a
mass of manure it will delight your
heart to see and handle. Add,
then, to your compost piles as much
as you can. As weeds grow up cut
them for the compost. In this way,
you will gradually get rid of many
troublesome weeds by preventing them
from maturing their seed. This kind
of manure properly mixed with ashes
will enrich your crops many fold.
With plenty of this sort of manure
a man may make more and live better
on twenty-five acres than on fifty with-
out it. The heaps must be kept wet
or moist all the time, as both moisture
and heat are necessary to decomposi
tion. Have all the slops of the kitch-
en, soap suds, etc., thrown upon them,
or pour water over the heaps from
time to time. Charcoal dust, dry
dirt from the public roads, plaster,
lime and salt are excellent additions.
There ought to be a compost pile near
every kitchen to citch the slops, ash-
es, dirty water and sweepings of the
yards. Make manure of everything
you can get.— Rural Messenger.

Destroy ng Sheep Ticks.

Tobacco dust has proved a very
cheap and reliable remedy, and is at-
tended with the best success. People
generally dislike wetting the wool in
cold weather, and this is much more
simple and easier in practice. Whole-
sale dealers buy many hogsheads of
Havanna tobacco. After they have
used all they can for every purpose in
the trade, there remains a gritty dust,
of no use to them whatever. They
will give any one all he needs. Ten
pounds will be sufficient for one hun-
dred sheep.

Have an attendant catch a lamb and
lay it on one side on a box two feet or
so high, for ease in working. The
other man will open the wool with one
hand, while with the ot'-er he sprink-
les in a trifleof tbe dust, in about four
rows the entire length of the sheep,
from head to tail. Put one row, not
on top of back, but say six or seven in-
ches each side from back bone, and the
other two rows on sides near where
thj legs leave the body. You will be
agreeably surprised in a few days, to
find that the ticks over the entire bo-
dy of the sheep are all dead in or near
these lines of tobacco dust. One ap-
plication has been all that was needed
each year. This can be used for lice
on animals also.

Wheat, Clover and Slnep

In Great Britain the average yield
of wheat is twenty-six bushels per acre
against thirteen bushels in the United

‘States. Wheat is no longer a profita-

ble crop in many parts of this country
where the yield was very large within
the memory of men who are still
joung. The soil of England lias been
cropped as many centuries as ours ha<
decades, and is increasing instead of
diminishing in fertility. The Kng-
lish have rendered continued wheat
production practicable by combining
this industry with growing clover and
raising sheep. It is likely that we
must adopt this practice or give up
raising wheat except on new land, and
onr supply of virgin soil will soon be I
exhausted. Clover returns to the sur-
face soil much more than it takes
from it. It derives much of its snste
nance from the air. It derives much
of its sustenance from the air. Its
growth is wonderfully increase 1 by
an application of land plaster, which
costs very little. The production of,
clover improves the soil mechanically
as well as chemically. Its roots pene-
trate the subsoil deeper than any plow
or harrow. Its foliage shades the soil
and keeps it moist during very hot
weather. There is no better food for
sheep than clover. Sheep while feed
ing on clover leave their droppings
about where they will manure the soil
to the best advantage. Winter wheat
sown on a clover sod enriched by the
manure of sheep will produce a vigor
ous growth, and ordinarily affords
good pasture during several months.
Where winters are mild wheat may be
eaten off by sheep without injury t>
the crop. In fact, the vield of grain
is often increased by allowing
to feed on the foliage during a portion
of the winter months

Depth In Planting Seel

How deep should seed be planted ?

Directions from seedsmen will tell
you. Cover seeds according to their
sizes. Cover them with a layer of
earth as thick as the s ed itself, etc.
This may be so as a general rule but
there are exceptions and many modify-
ing conditions. The difference in cover-
ing is not always as great as between
the cocanut and the pea; the first we
cover only just out of sight, while the
latter may be covered ten tinv's its
size to insure success. The conditions
which should govern the depth at
which seeds are planted, a-e climate,
season, situation of the land, condition
of the soil and nature of the feed.
In a good garden soil properly pre-
pared and you know wh it that means,

we may plant seeds very shallow, just
cover them out of sight early in the
spring; but later in the season, if dry
weather may be expected we must cor
er much deeper and press the earth c n
quite firmly if we wish successbil ger
mination. In a warm, moist, climtte
seed strewed on the ground often
grow and make gool plants; the radi-
cle penetrating the soil, while the
stem and leaves develop themselves
above. We may cover seeds deeper in
a light sandy soil than in a heavy clav
soil and if we plant seeds in prepared
seed beds, where we can keep the soil
in an even moist tempera - ure, it is
best to cover all kinds of seed ve y
lightly.

The 1884 Corn Crop

Chicago Farmers Review: We pre-
dict, that if next summer proves to be
an average corn season, we shall rea
lize one of the best crops the country
has ever produced. This prediction
is based on the belief that farmers,
profiting by the experience of (h** past,
will exercise great care than ever in
the selection of seed of good germina-
ing quality and of early ripening va
riety, and prepare their ground for re-

ceiving it in the best possible condi-
tion. Much of the possible corn crop
of every year is lost from planting bad
seed, or good, in ground not properly
prepared.

The time has now come when seed
testing should be going on in every
farmhouse, in boxes of earth kept in a

warm place by the stove. If the far-
mer has seed of his own raising, it
should be tested. Ifhe has to buy.
he should obtain samples from those
who are offering seed for sale, and
give it a thorough test, and make his
purchase of whatever quantity he may
need as soon as he finds that which be
thinks will be reliable.

After the experience of last year in
the use of seed from more southern lo-
calities, it would hardly seem necessa-

i ry to urge that seed should be selected
from a same or more northern lati-

tude. Seed which might perfectly
mature in Southern Illinois, might

¦ prove an utter failure from early frost
in the northern part of the State.
