It is a singular fact that not
only were women the best co operative
agents in this spy system, but the
slaves, whose interests might be con-
sidered as opposed to a Southern
trinmph, frequently adbered to their
masters from discipline or affection.
Jones had aslave named Henry Wood-
land, still alive, who not only pulled
in his bost to Virginia during the
early months of the war, but, imitat-
ing the habits of his master, was dis
creet down to the time Booth cscaped,
while probably suspecting, if he did
not know, all that was going on. He
and his master seldom informed each
other upon anything, and did not need
even to exchange glances, so well did
they know each otler’s ways. The
negro was nearly a duplicate of his
master in methods, went about his
work without speech, and asked no
questions. Two other negroes, named
John Swan and George Murray, pull-
ed oars in Jones’s boats in the early
part of the war. One of these, it is
believed. turned spy upon his master,
and finally ran away, but was sent
back to Jones by the commandant of
the camp, received a flogging, and
some time afterward deserted to a ves
gel in the river.
