We have complaints from nearly ail the
offices which receive their Pott Tobacco mails
over the railroad that their pipers were not re-’
ceived when due last week. This time, as on
p-evious occasions, wc have to slate th it the

fault is not with us, as all the bundles of our
paper were mailed on Friday at Ihe office here
promptly as usual. We have also a postal
from the route agent on the railroad, stating
that the fault is not with him, as Ibe Port
Tobacco mail wag not put on the cars at all on
Friday, the carrier not having arrived when the

train passed up. This clearly exonerates the

route agent from any blame in the matter and
the fault seems to lie between Ihe conductor ou

the train and the local mail carriir. The local j
errrier informs us that the train was consider-
ably behind lime on the downward trip on that ;
day, owing, as be was informed, to heavy ,
freights, and that, so soon as he received his;
mail, he came to the village in all haste with it j
and returned as rapidly as possible to tbr!

• station with the return mail, including the!
county‘papers, and that when in less than a '
hundred yards of the station and in full view j
of the officers o. the train, the train pulled out |
and left the mail behind, when to have waited
for it would not have involve! a minute's de-
lay. These are the facts of ihe matter as wc

have them, ll is certainly very disagreeable

to us to have to be continually finding fault in ,

this matter, and we du not know wh.it may be

t e instructions of Ihe train officials or the
terms of their contract, w ith the Government
for carrying the mail, but it does seem to us.
looking at the matter from our standpoint,
that a train which runs upon so notoriously
slow a schedule as does our mill train, might

afford to delay a few minutes al the countv

trip. At Ihe same time, vv idlest knowing the
le ms of the local carrier’s contract, it seems to

us that ii ought to be his duty when the train
is late, as ou F.iday, to avoid the possibility of |
such n.iscirriages, by first coming lo town and
liking out the outgoing mail anl returniig
later with the down mail. There is evidently
a culpable 100.-cne.-s .-omewhere, eiiher in the
terms of Ihe mail contracts or the manner in
which they are carried out.
