Ruuning on One Crop.

It is satisfactory to know that farm-
ers have of recent years grown wiser
from experience, in not running their
heads against stone walls, by rushing
largely into growing a single crop be-
cause here and there one has realized
large profits from some new and par-
ticular crop which has just been in-
troduced and for which there is a de-
mand at high prices. This has led
many into appropriating the greater
part of their land to the same crop,
when, a failure following or the de
mand for the product falling off, they
will meet with a serious loss. We
have known many who have lit-
erally been ruined by entering large-

ly into new things, merely on the re- |

};\orts received from a distance, which
ad no foundation in fact. or from the
swindling advertisements of sharpers,
who have scattered far and wide vil-
lainous reports of enormous sums
made from the cultivation of some
new crops, the seeds, or bulbs, or ta-
bers or plants of which they have
largely imported from Europe, Asia,
or Africa, specially adapted to Ameri-
can soil and climate. Our advice,
which has been urged upon farmers
over and over again, has been, first
to avoid all these high sounding swin-
dles from which great fortunes are to
be realized in a year or two; and sec-
ond, to avoid the growing of special
crops to be cultivated to the exclus
ion of the general and accepted crops
of the times, however inviting they
may be, and to go on with their rou-
tine mixed crops, investing only light-
ly in new and promising things in or-
der that if one or two failed others
will be snceessful, and thus always be
provided against misfortune. It i
far better, in fact, that we should pro-
secute mixed husbandry, for the reas-
on that though we may not make as
much profit as from a happy hit of
some special crop, yet we shall be re-
alizing, though possibly slower, yet
with far greater certainty and satisfac-
tion, moderate and steady profits.

Speculating in farming is like spec-
ulating in anything else—one may be
very fortunate now and then ; but in
the long run we are sure to come out
the “little end of the horn,” and in-
stead of possessing a fortune will finc
ourselves impoverished, with a grow-
ing family upon our hands, and be
forced to look about to discover some
way to raise the meauns by which we
may be able—perhaps with a poor
chance of success—to start afresh in
middle age, when by careful manage-
ment we should have laid up sufficient
to insure us at least a moderate com-
petency when old age shall make it
necessary for us to retire from the ac-
tive labors of life.— Germantown Tele-
graph.

Manure for the Irish Potato-

Stable manure has been much used
by Virginia farmers for the Irish po-
tato, and many, no doubt, regard it
as the one perfect and complete ma-
naure for this crop. It is excellent for

the purpose beyond a doubt, as are al-|

80 other forms of domestic animal ma-
nure. But the farmer can hardly af-

pose, and we hold that no animal ma-
nare is exactly sunitable for the potato.
Of course a ?lant must partake, to
some extent, of the nature it imbibes,
and if the food is filth the plant can-
not escape contamination. This being
the case, it is worth while in a sani-
tary point of view, to pay same atten-
tion to the nature of the plant food of
the crops upon which we ourselves
feed.

Now, not only can the farmer find
better use for his animal manure than
to employ them in the production of
potatoes, but he can get a cheaper one
from his woods, and, with the aid of
a little superphosphate to quicken ac-
tion, an equally effective one as to re-
sults. Well rotted litter, such as may
be scraped up off any farm, has been
found excellent for the potato, used
in conjuction with super-phosphate.
The latter alone will not act near as
well as it does when litter is also ap-
plied. The potato is a erop that ab-
solutely seems to demand some coarse
material in the ridge for the potatoe-
to grow in. There is no doubt that it
is because it keeps the ridge mellow,
and it gives the tubers room to grow.
A verly light sprinkle of the phos-
phate, with plenty of rich pine straw
mould, will produce as gomfa crop
potatoes as a full application of stable
manure.

The litter should be at at least half
rotted, and the entire trench made for
planting the sets should be filled with
it. The sets may be drop‘red first, the
litter put upon them and the super-
phosphate applied on top the mould.
Or the plan may be reversed by put-
ting the super phosphate first, the lit-
l;:'r upon that and the potato above
all,

A piece of land planted thus to po
tatoesin March or April, and the crop
removed in July could afford a most
desirable preparation for a turnip
patch next fall. It would be fine for
winter cabbages or collards also, the
latter crop (much neglected) that
ought to lanted largely for ewes,
milch cows, &c., in winter.

We advocate this cheap manure for
the potato. Let the stable and stock
pen maoures be spread over the
wheat, clover and oat patches early in
the spring, or applied to the corn land,
trucks, &c. It will pay better, thus
rotten pine siraw and good commercial
fertilizer in small (1unntity will do for
the potato especially in the interior,
where none is raised for market.
