true of one or two of our Biltimore
mills. Thus, having equal advantages
in these respects, the question of which
can make the best flour—the North-
west millsor Maryland mills—depends
simply upon which has the best mater-
ial to work upon. And upon this|
point there can be hardly be a doubt|
for it is almost universally almitted |
that the amberand the longberry hard
winter wheat of Maryland and the
surrounding States is far superior to
the spring wheat of Minnesota. In

Formerly I was often annoyed and de-
layed by the loosening of nuts on coul-
ters or rolling cutter, until I hit upon
the plan of putting leather washers
under the nuts, which stopped their
working loose. Ifat work in a field
where you cannot place the jug of
drinking water in the shade, set it in
the furrow, throw a bunch of grass
over the mouth to keep it clean, and
plough the jug under. The ground
will shield it from the hot sun, and
being cool and damp, will help keep
the water cool. In ploughing, to keep
dirt out of the shoes, take the legs of
an old pair of trousers and cut pieces
off about a foot long. At opposite
points of each sew two strings. Draw
the pieces en over the shoes, tie strings
down underneath just in front of the
heel. Then fasten the upper ends of
the pieces around above the ankles
with elastic garters. For a marker to
lay off corn rows among stumps, put
two wagon wheels on an axle of a
length to keep the wheels just the dis-
tance apart the rows are desired. Any
stout stick of wood will do for the
axle. Fix on a seat to ride if desired. |
This marker will pass over ordinary
stumps, and can be easily turned to
avoid those directly in the way of a
wheel.—dmerican Agriculturist.
