Of the candidates of both parties
prominently before the couutry or
probable as dark horses, over one-half
were born 1 Obio, viz., the two Sher-
mans, Harrison, Allison, McDonald,
Hendricks and Grant. Thurman
was born in Virginia, Tilden. Flower
and Payne in New York, Arthur and
Edmunds in Vermont, lLogan and
Lincoln in Illinois, Jewett in Mary-
land and Hawley in North Carolina.

Of cleven Republican candidates,
right received collegiute education.
Edmunds had a private tutor, and
General Sherman was schooled at
West Point. Logan’s education wuas
received at the common schools, as
were also those of Denver and Fiowcr,
Blaine went to college at Washington,
Pa., Lincoln at Harvard, Harrison at
Oxford, O., Allison at Hudson, O,
and Hawley at Hamilton College, New
York. '

Senator Logan’s father was a hotel
keeper, Sherman’s a judge. Arthur's
a Baptist Preacher, Gresham’s a sheriff
Thurman’s a preacher and Bayard's a
lawyer and statesman. As to the re-
ligion of the various candidates I am
unable to find that any of them ever
had any. Senator Sherman's chureh
is the Episcopalian ; the General’s wife,

Ag %o professions, Blaine and Haw-
ley have been editors, Logan, John
Sherman, Edmunds, Harrison, Allison,
Arthur, Gresham, Bayard, Hendricks,
Payne and Thurman have practiced
law.  McDonald once followed the
saddle trade, and Arthur taught
school at $15 a month, and John
Sherman acted as a surveyor.

Every cne knows that Tilden isa
bachelor, and that Allison and Arthur
are widows. Giresham has a wife and
two children. Lincoln has three
childrer, one of whom is named Abra-
ham, and Blaine, Edmunds, Payne
and Thurman are married and have
tamilies. Joe McDonald has had two
wives, and is now, as they say in Scot-
land, wearing his third.

Of course, any estimate of the wealth
of the candidates must be based on
supposition. Tom Bayard is sail to
be worth $150,000, Roswell . Flower
$2,000,000, Henry B. Payne from §2,-
000,000 to $4,000,000, Allen ;. Thur-
man $300,000 to $400,000, and Hugh
J. Jewett is estimated as being several
times a millionaire. No one kiows
what John Sherman is worth, but [
have an idea that his income, outside
of his salary, is large enough to keep
him. Edmunds has an income esti-
mated at $100,000, McDonald one of
$20,000, General Sherman, his salary
as a retired officer, and Blaine, says
William Walter Phelps, is worth less
than half a million. Every one has
heard of Tilden’s bar’l, and most peo-
ple know that Logan and Gresham are
moderately poor. N
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Ventriloquism a Humbug.

Ventriloquism is declared by an ex-
pert to be very largely a humbug.
There is no such possibility as throw-
ing the voice to a distance. The old
stories of Wyman the Wizard, in
which he figured as exhibiting much
ability in the midst of a crowd, were
necessarily fiction. What passes for
ventriloquism consists simply of mimi-
cry and facial immobility. The per-
former must be some distance away
from his audience or he is powerless.
Whenever he wishes to make them be-
lieve that bis voice sounds at a dis-
tance, he merely lowers it, and indi-
cates the direction of their imagination
to take. He can deceive them side-
ways, upward, downward or backward,
but he never undertakes to produce
the effect of a speaker at the rcar. To
a listener close by no veutriloquist can
be in the l-ast deceptive. Noris there
any truth in the theory that ke talks
with the top of his gullet, or with
aught else than with the organs in-
tended by nature to be vocal. By
holding his lips as fixed as possible,
and avoiding such words as cannot be
pronounced without palpably moving
them, he assists the delusion. But
no man is so skillful that he can get
on without a screening mustache.
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If you want to kill weeds in a pas-
ture turn in the sheep. We once had
a pasture of four or five acres overrun
with golden-rod, otherwise called iron-
weed. It had been used for pasturing
calves principally, and was call the
calf-pasture. Sheep were pastured
there one season, and we never saw a
stalk of the weed alterward. Another
thing worth remembering ; they masti-
cate their food so finely that there is
no danger of getting foul seed in your
soil from sheep manure.
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
