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By a rather remarkable typographical
error, overlooked in the proofs, the tariff

figures were set down in last week's edi-

torial in thousands, instead of mi lions, as

they should have been. Doubtless all in-

telligent readers readily perceived the er-
or.

The Democrats have for their standard

bearers two gentlemen who have already
distinguished themselves for their ability
to govern their own States with honesty

and decorum ; neither of the Republican
candidates have ever been entrusted by
their home constituencies with the execu-
tive powers oi their States. The conclu-
sion is obvious.

William Daniel, a candidate for Vice-

President on the Prohibition ticket, is of

such diminutive stature that during a re-

cent visit on the Eastern shore of Maryland
one of the boys of the family unwittingly
asked him to play ball “while the grown
folks were eating diny.er.” It is surmised

that he will be doing something of that

sort while Mr. Hendricks presides in the
United States Senate for four years to come

Ex-Attorney General James Speed, a

distinguished Kentucky Republican, and

the last survivor of the men composing
President Lincoln's cabinet, has bolted the
nomination of Blaine. His reasons for so

doing, given in a letter recently published
relate to Mr. Blaine's views of our foreign
relations and his views touching the sur-
plus revenue. Mr. Speed openly declares

that voting the Democratic ticket is the

least of the evils that an honest Republi-
can has to face in this crisis, and he cites
the fact that he voted with the Democrats

“to kill off the folly and wickedness of
the know-no’hings, and has never regret-

ted it,”

The question ofcompulsory voting,tha
was raised by a bill introduced into the
Maryland Legislature last winter, has re-
cently been much discussed by some Nor-

''•Jfcoaoii-iufitJuai require
the result in Maryland, but, looked at from
a phi'osophical standpoint, it would seem
that the community has as much right to
compel a man to deposit an honest ballot,
as it has to make him contribute to the
public revenue in the shape of taxes.-
Such a measure ought to be maturely con-

sidered before adoption, but properly re-
gulated, we believe it would opera’e bene-
ficially upon the public interests.

Gen. Benjamin Franklin Butler, the
much nominated presidential candidate,
has not yet accepted his two noraiuations
by the “Greenback-'abor” and the Anti-
Monopoly” parties, by letters of accept-

ance. The opinion seems to prevail that
the General's good sense will not allow
him to make the race, and bis remaining
on the fence so long is attributed to a sys-
tem of coquetry that the old “widow” is
carrying on with the Democratic managers.
It is thought that he will ultimately jump
down on the Democratic side of the fence,
and in that event the Republican campaign
would seem to be thenceforth a forlorn
hope, as, indeed, it is thought to be al-
ready. It is not believed that the wily
Benjamin, now that he has obtained some
sort offooting on the old democratic ship,
will jump off and be lost just as the “tidal
wave” is bearing her triumphantly into
the port of safety. Should Butler decline
to run, John Kelly's power to divert votes
from the Democratic ticket will not be
worth considering.

The Prohibitionists held a national con-
vention at Pittsburg, Pa., on Wednesday
and Thursday of last week. Itwas a body
composed of regular and irregular dele-
gates. There were among them some con-
servative and well meaning peop'e, and
the others represented a variety opinions
embracing all the fanaticisms of the day.
A number of women were among the dele-
gates and took an active part in the pro-
ceedings. One of their number, Miss Wil-
lard, of lowa, was placed in nomination
for the officeol Vice-President. The plat-
form denounces both the Democratic and
Republican pirty on the liquor traffic,and
favors the prohibition of the manufacture,
importation and sale of liquors; has a de-
liverance on the tariff and favors woman
suffrage. Ex-Governor St. John, of Kan-
sas, was nominated for President, and Wat
Daniel, president of the State Temperance
Alliance of Maryland, for Vice-President.

The proceedings of the meeting were
quite uproarous at times. One speaker
pitched into secret societies, and raised a

liub-bub ; a delegate from Illinois was ad-
monished that he was speaking too long,
and was forced to sit down ; a female del-
egate complained that sufficient respect
was not paid to the ladies present; an en-

thusiastic delegate in the gallery evinced
his interest by tooting a horn, which was
objected to, but after a defence from a

preacher he was allowed to toot. Wm.
Daniel, of this State, made a speech that
was so much enjoyed the convention want-
ed to sing “Maryland, My Maryland.” The
brass band in attendance could not play
it, and started to play “Dixie.” That song
was too treasonab'e, and the band was

stopped. The convention then sung “Dare
to be a Daniel.” Near'y every delegation
had something to say on soma subject.

The congressional nominating conven-
tion meets at Laurel next Wednesday.

The Protective System.

The letters of acceptance of the Repub-
lican candidates unequivocal'}’ endorse

the protection fallacy and in the clearest
possible manner throw down the gauntlet
to the Democratic party. The equivoca-
tion and trimming which the convention

saw fit to resort to in their national plat-
i form, has been ignored and repudiated by

jthemenwho are authorized to interpret
|it and the “protective system,” pure ami
unalloyed, has been unequivocally endors-
ed by them.

The question is whether the Democratic
party shall in this campaign take up the
gauntlet thus thrown down and vindicate
its traditions by courageously fighting the
battle of tariff reform and a revenue tariff;

or whether it shall confine its claims to the
confidence of the country to the fact that
the Republican candidate for President'
has been strongly suspicioned of taking 1
bribes and that the Democrats are natur- j
all}’yearning for “a change” in order that!
they may possess some of the otliecs. Al- j
though some alleged Democratic papers
have counselled this course, there is little

probability that it will be pursued, or that

the campaign will be confined within such

narrow limits. If there ever was a time
in the history of the government when the

Democratic party should stand boldly up

to its cardinal doctrine of revenue tariff
such a time, preeminently, we believe, is
now.

What is known in the jurisprudence of

this country as the “protective system"
first began to take shape in the year 1816.

The increased rates of tarifflevied during
the war of 1812 for revenue purposes, gave |
encouragement to the establishment ot j
some manufactories on this continent,

which up to that time were almost un-
known. This gave rise to the idea that,

by aid of the protection from foreign com-
petition resulting from a high tariff, for-

eign as well as domestic capital would be
attracted to the manufacturing business
in this country and skilled labor from a-

broad be induced to emigrate to ourshores,

thereby building up a complete system of
domestic manufactures,whichwou’d great-
ly increase the internal resources of this
country in times ofwar and otherwise tend
to promote its independence and general
welfare.

Such a measure was eloquently advoca-
ted upon these grounds by the gifted Clay,

of Kentucky, who has been denominated
the “father of the protective system ;" and

through his exertions and the co-operation
of both of the great political parties of
that day th- protective system was grad-
ually built up. By a series of statutes in
1816, 1820 and 1824. the rates of tariff

were gradually raised above the revenue
point and the theory of tariff for protec-
tion to manufacturing industry gradual'y
found a p'ace in the jurisprudence of the
Federal Government.

But Mr. Clay, in his advocacy of this
system, based it entirely upon the theory
of placing onr infant manufaeturing in-
dustries upon their feet.and.in liis speeches
on the subject, he repeatedly enunciated
the proposition that this protection wag

on'y to be temporary during infancy and,

that, after a short period of protect wn.Wm
like other

wou’d be able to stand alone and liable
with the world on their own merits Ho

never once advanced so absurd a proposi-
tion as that the protective system would
increase the wealth of the agricultural and
consuming people of the country ; bu*. on

the other hand, he always acknowledged
that it would be a burden upon those
classes. He appealed to their pa'riotism
to bear the burden, for a time, in order to
build up the independence of the country.
The agricultural communities responded
in that spirit and the burdens of excessive
tariff taxation were patiently borne for a

time. But gradually the agricultural peo-
ple began to think that these infants had
drawn sufficient nurture from die consum-
ing masses of the country and were be-
coming rather 1 loatcd thereby Murmurs
of discontent gradually arose in the agri-
cultural States, which culminated in 1832
by the famous nullification resolut on* adop-
ted by the people of South Carolin i.where-
by the tariff laws ol the United States
were declared a nudity, on the ground
that the Federal Government had no pow-
er under the constitution to levy taxes for
other purposes than for raising the neces-

sary revenues of the government. Presi-

¦ dent Jackson promptly issued a vigrrous
proclamation, denouncing the act of South

1 Carolina as rebellious and threatening to

1 use torce to compel obedience to the laws

1 of Congress, until they had been repealed
or annulled by the proper authority ; but
in the same proclamation, he admitted the
great injustice of the tariff laws and said
that “justice” should be done to the com-
plaining States by Congress. O her South-

ern States seemed incline 1 to ally them-
selves with South Carolina in her demands
and secession and bloodshed seemed im
minent.

In this emergency, Mr. Clay, the “fath-

er of the pro'ective system,” recognizing
the trouble his offspring was about to
bring up in the coun'ry, came to the res-

cue in a compromise measure of relief. He
recognized that the period of nurture of
the infant indus ries had well nigh, but
he maintained, had not quite expired. He
asked as a compromise that the protective
tariffshould be allowed to stand for nine
years longer, or until 1842. and that after
that time the tariff duties should be reduc-
ed to a maximum of 20 per cent ad valorem
with such incidental adjustment under
that limit as might be deemed advisable.
In advocating this compromise in his
speech made in the U. S. Senate February
25, 1833, Mr. Clay said :

Allthat was settled in Ishi, In 182t,and in IS2S, :
was that protection should tie adored by high '¦
duties, irllhout regard to the amount of revenue
which they mightyield. During that whole period j
we had a puhlicdeht which absorbed all the stir- ,
pluses beyond the ordinary wants of goverment.
Between 1816 and 1821, tin*revenue was liable to
the great fluctuations, vibrating iietween the ex- 1tremes of about nineteen and thirty-six millions
of dollars. If there were more revenue, more
debt was paid; If less, a smaller amount was re-
imbursed. Such was sometimes the deficiency
of the revenue that it became necessary to the
ordinary expenses ofgovernment, to trench upon
the ten millions annually set apart as a sinking
fund, toextinguish the puhlicdeht. Ifthe public
debt remained undischarged, or tec had any other
practical mode ofappropriating the surplus revenue,
the form of protection, by high duties, might be con-
tinued without public detriment. N'tbody supposes,
or proposes that we shall continue to levy by means
of high duties, a large annual surplus, of irhich no
practical use can be made, for the sake of the inci-
dental protection which they afford. The Secretary
of the Treasury estimates that surplus on the ex-
isting scale of duties, and with the othersources ’
of revenue, at six miilioiisannually. Anannual
accumulation at that rate, wrmtd. in a few years,
bring into the treasury the whole currency of the

Icotintry, to lie there inactive and dormant.
