Hon. Henry B. Anthony, United States
Senator from Rhode Island, died sudden-
ly on Tuesday las’ at his home in Provi- i
dence after a short illness. Mr. Anthony
has been a conspicuous figure in the poli-
tics of this country for more than thirty
years. He was a native of Rhode Island :
and was born in 1815. He graduated at

Brown University, and soon af er assum-

| ed editorial charge of the Provi ience Jour-
nal, continuing his connection with it to

j the day of his death both as editor and
| part owner. In 1819 Mr Anthony was
elected Governor of Rhode Island, and re-

elected in 1850. He entered the United
States Sena’e in 1859, and has been a mem-
ber of that body ever since, having enter-
ed on his sixth term on the 4tli of March
1883. Mr. Anthony was elected president
of the Senate pro tempore March 23rd,
18G9, and was re-elected March 10th, 1871.
Though not a brilliant speaker, Mr. An-
thony was an industrious and intelligent
legislator, and exercised a commanding
influence in the councils of the Republi-
can party, of which he was a steadfast ad-
herent from its birth. If he had fully
seeved out his fifth term he would h ive

had a tenure equal to that of Thom is 11.
Benton. As it was he exceeded two of
the longest total tenures next to Benton’s,
those of Senators Sumner and Wilson, the
former by one year and the latter by three
years. He was by much the senior in ser-

vice of any member of the presen’ Senate,
Senator Edmunds, the next in order of
seniority, having been seventeen years in
the Senate.
