The rain that fell on the
day he was to have had his “monster mass
meeting” in New York city seems to have
washed the great Butler movement off the
face of the earth.

Mr. Blaine, of Maine, is sustaining his
reputation as an artful dodger. He isnow
making a cunning effort to get upon the
fence on the prohibition question, in the
vain hope of holding on to the German
vote in the West. At the Maine election
on Monday he refused to vot2 on the pro-
hibition question, which action on his
part he has caused to be made public, with
the explanation that, because he has been
chosen by the Republican party as “the
representative of national issues,” he has
determined that by “no act ¢f mine shall
any question be obtruded into the national
campaign which belongs properly to the
domain of State politics.” But,while this
prudent and cunning trimming of the
“Plumed Knight” will probab'y caus: the
prohibitionist Republicans to adhere more
closely to “Sinjln,” it is n>t likely to have
much effect in the way of coaxing back
the distrustful and disaffected German
voters.

A dispatch from Wheeling, W. Va.,says :
The Democracy are more thoroughly arous-
ed, more closely organized than in any
previous canvass. The groundless boast
of the Radical organs that West Virginia
will go Republican has had the effect of
consolidating the forces of the Democratic
party throughout the State. Their just in-
dignation is aroused.

ger, died on Thursday afternoon, of last
week at his home ir Geneva, N. Y. He]
was a native of Nantucket, Mass. His par-
| ents having removed to Geneva during his
boyhood, he was educaed at that place,
and has always resided there. Deginning
the practice cf law in 1840, he was in 1844 |
appointed a judge of the Court of Common
Pieas. In 1851 he was elected judge of the |
Oantario County Court. In 1858 he left the!
| democratic for the republican party, and |

| was in 1861 elected to the New York Sen- |
The Republicans of this congressional |

ate, in which bedy he served four succes-
sive terms. During this period his ability
as a lawyer and speaker made bim a prom-
inent figure in New York politics. In
1868 he was apoioted assistant treasurer
of the United Sta'es at New York. In the
Ifollnwmg year he was elected associate
{justice of the Court of Appeals, and in
1880, on the death of Judge Church, was
|appointed by Gov. Cornell to the chief
justiceship. At the ensuing election he
was chozen chief justice by a large major-
ity.  On October 2, 1881, he relinquished
this position to aecept the office of Secre-
tary of the Treasury, to which he was nom-
inated by President Arthur, succeeding
William Windom, of Minnesota, appointed
by Garfield on March 5, 1881. He was the
stalwart candidate for the governorship of
New York in 1882 against Grover Cleve-
land, by whom he was defeated, the ad-
verse plurality being 192,854, As Secretary
ot the Treasury his record has been in the
main admirable—in advance, in fact, of
that of his party. In his ftirst report he
urged a large reduction of the govern-
ment’s surplus revenue through a reform of
our tariff legislation, and in his last report
recalled the atiention of the legislative
branch of the government to the shortcom-
ings of the tariff act of 1883. On other
matters of practical finance, such as the
(silver and pational bunk note questions
his recommendations, though not acted
upon by Congress, have commanded the
respect of the country.
