Tile Crop Kr|iorl.

The department of agriculturein its month-
ly report, says of the Maryland crops ; “The
corn has been injured by the extensive drouth,
which continued for three or four weeks to the
last ef August, and its present condition is esti-

mated much below the condition it presenltd

on the Ist of August. The condition of wheat

and rye when harvested was a fair average.

The oat crop was short. The tobacco crop has

been injuted by the drouth, and has fallen oB
in quantity and texture more than the coin crop
The dreuth ci.me 100 suddenly upon it, after
having hi.d from its setting out a remarkably
growing spell, up to the commencement of a

hot drouth. This disaster has been severest in

the tohoceo-grow ing counties and on the East-
ern Shore.”

It may be

sufficient to repeat that no one can vote legally

at elections in Maryland unless registered,
whatever may be his oilier qualification. Every

person legally entitled to vole is in duty hound
to be properly registered and to make that vole

tell on the regular election days. Ifhe fails to

do this he violates his first obligation as a

citizen to the community in which he live*, to

the State to which he looks for protection in

his rights and to the country at 'arge, of which

his vote is a factor in choosing a President and
in promoting just legislation.

Rich Marl.

Mr. Charles Butts has shown te us a paper

which he says is the result ofa recent analysis hy

Prof. Tonry, of Baltimore, of a sample of marl

taken by Mr. Butts from the marl bed which he
discovered some time since on his farm. The
analysis is as follows :

Phosphoric Acid 00 50
i Bone Phosphate ol Lime, 1 09

Corbonate of Lime, 61 00
This analysis, Mr. Butts informs vs, was only

made for the three constituents above set

fourth, and he thinks that a more thorough
analysis, which he proposes to have made in
the near future, may reveal the presence of soije

other fertilizing ingredients. The analysis a*

above given certainly shows a very rich marl.
Lime, we believe, is always the chief, and, as

a rule we think, the sole fertilizing principle in

marl, and our previous impression, formed by

conference with some of onr best informed |
farmers, has been that our best Maryland marl

contained only from 17 to 24 per cent, of lime. ;
The above figures, as we understand them, j
show that, in addition to a considerable trace!

o r phosphoric *cd and over 1 per cent, of honel

phosphate, the sample of Mr. Butts contained
¦sixty-one percent, of corbonate of lime. This]
we regard as an excellent showing and Mr. Butts
says that the sample analysis was taken iudif-!
ferently fiom his marl bed. Lower down in

the bottom strata of his bed Mr. But's says he

finds a rooky compound w hich he and some ol

his friends regard as identical with the cele-
brated South Carolina rock.

Mr. Butts says he bas heretofore used this
marl on his fields with satisfactory results, and
proposes during the present fall to use large

; qualities of it.' Ifthe above ajal'n 1¦ eor-

¦ cl lIT uniform contents of the

bed this marl will undoubtedly prove to be a i
valuable renovator of worn out soils in al'
cases in which lime is indicted. Ifthe corbonate
of lime he not available in its present form, it

can be rendered so by a thorough burning j
which will set free the conbooic acid. AA'e :
take this occasion to renew onr advice to our;
formers, heretofore frequently given, to exert |
therase'ves more earnestly in ascertaining the ;
fertilizing value of the great stratum of marl j
which underlies more or less convenient to the
surface our whole Southern Maryland Penin-;

Oyaterw Suffering From Tile Dronshl.

The long drought has not only damaged the j
crops throughout the State, but it would seem | 1
bad an injurious effect upon oysters. The On- j
trevjlle (Vd.) Observer says: This might ap-;
pear strange to many not posted in ovster cul-,

tn-e, but it is nevertheless true. In the absence
of rain the s'reams of fresh water flowing in
the tributaries of ihe l av heve been very roea-

gre, and the oystermen say there has not been |

sufficimt fresh w ater mingled w ith the salt wa-:
tec of the rivers for the development and fatten- j
ing of the oyster. This is applicable especially i
to the beds of tongmen planted in shallow wa

ter for shipment in barrels. And several in the;

Patuxent river have taken up the oysters and
rem ived them to the small streams of fresh wa-

ter implying into the river. This is accounted
for try the oysteimen from the fact that at the
TTeid of the streams there is more nutriment for
the oyster on account of the vegetable matter

contained in (be fresh water, which, as a gen-
eral tiling, flows through rich marshy and
grassy soil, and that a better protection is of-

fered by the soft bottoms of the streams. The
tide carries a sufficient flow of sail water to the
removed plants to enable them to retain their
flavor.”
