Making Apple Trees Bear Every Year

In many parts of the country apple
trees yield a crop of fruit every alter-
nate year, the year represented by an
odd number (1879) being barren, and
that represented by an even number
(1880) will be fruitful. In other pla-
ces orchards bear every year. Bome 1
trees willyield fruit only every other
year, while others near them on every!
side will produce a bountiful crop.

Two seasons arc required to produce
a crop of apples; that is, during one
season the fruit buds are developed,
and during the next the fruit. All
the vital energies of some trees are em-
ployed during one season to develop
the fruit buds; then the year follow-
ing their entire vitality seems to be
spent in developing the fruit without
sufficient force being left to form fruit
buds for th? crop to ome the next
season.

Now, in order to induce an apple
tree to bear every season, climb into
the top, or go up on ladders, just as
one does when plucking the ripe fruit
and with a pair of sharp shears clip
off all the young fruit from about half
the tree. Then fruit buds will form
on that side of the tree from which
the young apples were cut oil'. One :

half of the top, then, will bear fruit
one year, while the other half will bear
fruit the next season.

Breeding Poultry for Nest Season.

As the fall is upon us there will be
a desire to thin out the surplus stock,
but before doing so advantage should
be taken of the large number of young
stock on ban I to make selections for
next season. What is most important
in breeding flocks is perfect uniformi-
ty, Ifa dozen or more pullets are to
be retained they should be first co n
pared for uniformity in color, shape
and size, which is always best as it
adds beauty.

Next, endeavor to select those with
strong limbs, heary shanks and active

habits. Then notice that they are for-
ward in growth for their age, that feed
heartily, and possess vigor and strength
Such pullets mated to a well grown,

active cockerel, will lay well
land the eggs will hatch.

W Care of Farm Tools

¦lron tools will rust sooner than they
Trill wear out; wool is destroyed bv
exposure to the weather sooner than ,
it will wear out in actual use. There- ,
fore, when you are done with a farm
implement, clean it o f dirt, and put it
away under shelter. If plows, lines,
axes, saws, baskets and the like are
left oat of doors any where when not
in use, exposed to ram, wind and hot
sun, the exposure will injure them
more than the use of them upon the
farm. They will not last near so long
and as every instrument represents so
much money that it costs, it is like
throwing money away to allow them
to rust or rot ouC A farm cart with
good care, and protection under shel-
ter when not in use, will last fifteen or
twenty years, and a pair of wheels ta-
ken care of ought to endure a lifetime.
But careless handling and exposure
will play havoc with the best of them
in a few years.

This general neglect to take proper
care of tools, is one great reason why
so many men fail to make farming pay.
Plows, etc., are costly, and the farmer
who has to buy three or four times as
many as another man will, cannot ex-
pect to make much profit at the busi-
ness. What ought to be Ids profits is
absorbed in implements. The hot sun
will warp, twist, strain, crack, shrink
—rain will swell, strain, and break
anything made of wood. When you
are done using cart, wagon, plow, hoe,
basket, or other utensil, put it directly
under shelter in its proper place, for
every implement should have a place.

lndex Appeal.

Value of Clover

The roots of a well set acre of clover
are said to contain 185 pounds of nit-
rogen, 240 pounds of lime, 45 pound'
of magnesia, 75 pounds of potash, 19
pounds of soda, 24 pounds of sulphur
and 70 pounds of phosphorous acid.
Atprices given by the chemists in mak-
ing valuation of artificial fertiliz rs,
the nitrogen, potash and phosphoric,
acid would be worth SSO. Thus if the
farmer can secure a good crop of clo-
ver at a cost of SSO per acre, lie gets
his hay for nothing, and lias Ids mon
ey's worth ol manure in the clover
roots in the soil. The only problem
is how to make the clover grow.

Care of Pastures-

The pasture is always the most neg-
lected part of the farm and, partly for
the reason that, however much is done
to it, the land will still not be so pro-
ductive as in some other crop. Ifma-
nure is applied it makes weeds grow,
with little chance for getting them out.
If there is increased growth of grass
one-half the grain is wasted by the
trampling of cattle and horses. Still,
it will often pay to top-dress a pasture,
especially a year or more before it is
to be plowed, si that the manure can
be well worked through the soil.
