The Model Farm Horse.

our 3 is an a~eof intense progression
and that progression is particularly
intensified in America. We are a na-
tion of workers. Neither night nor
day, neither youth nor old age, neither
poverty nor affluence circumscribes
our unceasing energy to labor. It has
been very well said that very few A
mericans know how to live, for they
have only one portion of life, namely,
all work and no play We are always
in a hurry—hurry to eat, in order tha'
we may hurry ajain to our never fin
ished work. Work robs us of diges
tion and deprives us of recuperative
sleep. The old fashioned methods oi
farming were too slow, so that we have
called into requisition the combined
energies of steam and machinery to
hasten the lahorsof seed time and bar
vest. When, therefore, intelligent at-
tention is pai l to the breeding of the
model American farm horse, two ele
meats will be absolutely prerequisites.
We mean speed and power, lie must
be able to haul enormous burdens, and
he must be ambitious to walk offwith
them at a brisk pace that would aston-
ish the old time farmers, whose horses
imitate, in their movements, the paus-
ing motion of yoked oxen. If the an-
imal is a fast walker he will necessar
ily prove to be a brisk trotter, that is,
he will move with energy and eager-
ness up to the limit of his trotting
speed. Itorder to possess power it is
unnecessary to encumber him with the
unwieldy frame and tremendous weight
of the heavy draft horse. Seventeen
or eighteen Lauds in height, and two

thousand pounds in weight, means
slow, heavy, elephantine tread, not in
harmony with rush and push of Amer-
ican civilization. All these classes of
ponderous horses, like the Norman or
the Clydesdal, and the English draft
horse, that have been so numerously
imported to this country, will answer
valuable purposes by judicious cross-
ing. They will become necessary fac-
tors in the evolution of the American
farm horse. They will contribute
height and weight, and the inherited
ambition to overcome great burdens.
But, unassisted by our own strains of
blood, they could never produce the
model farm horse. Their weight and
slowness of motion would never bring
them into general use for long jour-
neys or transportation, where quick
transit is a desideratum. —Satioaut
Live Stock Journal.

Fattening the Pigs

This work should not be delayed
too long. In fact the pigs should be
kept on a gradual gain all through the:
season. Fattening does not mean to j
take them out of the pisture and shut
them up in a close, hot pen. Some
men have an idea that a pig cannot be ¦
fattened in any other way, but this i
stand nas been proved untenable time:
and again.

There is no way in which pork can
be so quickly and cheaply produced as
upon a partially green diet, which the
animals gain through the wholes one:
exercise of picking from the pastures
themselves. To be sure they need a
good portion of more solid food of some
kind. Corn, probably, is the most a
vailable for this purpose, although it
is not an economical food if given in
the ear. Animals that are upon grass
should have their feed ground or cook-
ed, or a large portion will pass through
them undigested.

The healthiest pork cannot he ob-
tained from a clear feed of dry corn.—
The digestive organs of the animal so
fed are sure to get out of order upon
so heating a food, and thus the whole
system hi comes taint’d and impure.—
A. partial diet of grem feed, and the
exercise of getting it from the pasture
will keep the animal in good thrifty
condition, Rotten v> getables and foul
slops may be eaten by hogs that have
never known any other food, but that
is no sign that it is better for them
than clean, wholesome food, as many
attempt to argue.

Above all things we should get out
of the notion that clear, dry corn is
the only food that will fatten hogs,
and make good meat. It is very han-
dy to toss ovor a lew bushels of ears
two or three times a day, but it is cer- i
taiuly a very expensive food, and so
heating in its nature that it should
never form the sole diet of any animal
AVe would not dare feed our horses or
cows with such food, but we have fal-
len into the habit of feeding our hogs
in this way. without reasoning the
matter or doubting the efficiency of
the method in the least.— Cor. Indiana
Fanner.

Testing Guano-

As a simple test which may be use-
ful in purchasing guano, it is mention-
ed that the better kinds have a pun-
gent smell like spirits of hartshorn,
with a peculiar piquency somewhat
resembling that of rich old decayed
cheese, while the odor arises from in-
ferior varieties smell like singed horn
shavings or hair. The combustion test'
is more to be trusted, of course It is
effected by burning an ounce of guano
in an iron ladle over a bright lire un-
til only a light grayish ash is left. A

fine variety should not give a residue
of more than from thirty to thirty-)
three per cent., but an inferior sort
may yit-ld as high as sixty or eighty
per cent of ash.
