This

is rendered pertinent by the recent very re-

markable speech of James G. Blaine, the

defeated Republican candidate. Mr. Tour-
gee is a prominent Repub'ican, who sup-

ported Mr. Blaine in the recent campaign,
and the editor of the New York Sun,though |
professadly “independent,” supported Mr- |
Blaine and opposed Cleveland with great |
vigor. These two authors may, therufm‘e,;
be safely regarded as not unduly biased |
against Mr. Blaine, and as both are known |
to the country as men of ability and ub-i
servation, the comments which these lwn:
extracts bear—the one implied'y, the other |
expressly upon the extraordinary position ‘
recently assumed oy Blaine—-will be read
with no small degree of interest.

Judge Tourgee was present in the South |
during the reconstruction period—beinga ‘
Federal Judge in the State of North Caro-|
lina—and was in direct and close commu- ‘
cation with the Republican leaders at|
Washington, of whom Mr. Blaine was one,
during the progress of the “reconstruction™
legis'ation. His book, though manifest-
ing all the way through the unjust North-
ern prejudice against the people and in-
stitutions of the South, yet discusses the
question of the reconstruction upon a much
broader plane than that of the mere parti-
san apologist.

He is historically correct when he says
that all the leaders and schemers of the
Republican party, who were planning as
to what should be done with the subjuga-
ted Southern States, were in favor of his
“third plan ef reconstruction ; viz; te treat
them as conquered provinces, annibilate
the lines which divided them into sove-
reign States and keep the subjugated p o-
ple of that territory for an indefinite period
under military despotism with whites and
negroes alike deprived of the rights of
franchize.
felt the public pu'se of the Southern peo-
p'e and found that there was still too much
honorable manhood in that section to
swallow that bitter dose and give appro-
val to that bad scheme that they abandon”
ed their purpose.

When President Johnson appesled to
the Northern people upon the manifest in-
justice of invading the Southern States
with armies and shooting down their peo-
ple on the assumption that those States
were still “in the Union and bad no pow-
er to go out;” and then so soon as they |
had thrown down their arms, to proclaim
that they were “out of the Union and could
not come in,” the leaders feared to meet'
him with their military despotism scheme. |
Hence it was that out of “party necessity |
and political insincerity” the fourth plan
of which Mr. Blaine so bitterly com‘nhins’
was adopted. When it was found that‘
the Southern whites could mot be in fact
indefinite'y disfranchised it was aimed to|
make them practically so by the enfran-|
chisement cf the emancipated slaves.

From these considerations Judge Tour-
gee sepsibly concludes that the result
which has followed was natural and in-
evitable and must have been forseen by
the originators of the reconstruction policy

It is true, as stated by the New York
Sun, that if the South had the power to
take away suffrage from the negro it isthe
very last thing it would do. When the
Democratic party accepted the reconstruc-
tion legislation, it did so in good faith
and the colored voter may rest assured
that his political rights are in no danger
of disturbance from that party. It is
doubtless true, also, that “if the Republi-
can party had the power to undo this pri-
vilege, it would be a part of is future
platforms.” But it has not the power,
and despite all the angry things that may
be said by Mr. Blaine and ether leaders,
the political status of the black man has

been fixed and cannot now be changed.
