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lion. Ephraim K. Wilson, United States

Senator-elect from Maryland, has resigned
as associate judge of the first judicial cir- (
cuit, to take effect Dec 31. The resigna-
tion has been received and rccepted by the
Governor, who has the appointment of

Judge Wilson's successor.
