According to the report of the Illinois

Board ol Agiiculture, tbe aggregate corn
crop of the State for 1884 is 207,556,662
bushels, and exceeds tbe crops of tbe three
preceding years by 20,000.000 to 30,000,000
bushels. The area was 6,898,819 acres,

which is less than that of any preceding
year since 1873. The average yield is 33

bushels per acre, which exceeds the yield
per acre of any year since 1872. excepting
the crops of 1875 and 1879. The average
price received by the farmers is reported
to be 29 cents a bushel, making tbe va'ue
of the entire crop $60,300,153, which is the
smallest return to the producer of any corn
crop given in the State during the past 20
years, excepting in 1868, 1872, 1873 and
1878. The crop is sound and of superior
quality, and has been gathered ond stored
in good condition. The low price of the
crop has induced farmers to hold their
grain as far as their means will permit.

Rev. Henry Ward Beecher, after his ser-
mon in Plymouth Church on last Sunday,
touched upon tbe disaffection is
said to exist among some of his congrega-
tion, caused by his action in tbe late cam-
paign.

But the question of the adoption of the
constitution of 1864 came up ag-in before
the high tribunal of the people of the
State in their sovereign capacity in the
adoption of the constitution of 1867. It
was then and there clearly decided that
the constitution of 1864 had never Iteen
adopted by the people of the State. Art.
24 of the Declaration of Rights, then
adopted by the overwhelming vote of the
people, reads as follows ;

Art. 24 That Slavery sba 11 not be re-rs-
tahlisbed in (bis State ; but having been abolish-
ed, under the policy and authority of the United
States, compens dion. in consideration thereof, it
due fram the United States.

What were meant here by the “policy
and authority ol the United States” as

effecting tbe abolition of slavery in this
State, were the facts that slavery had al-
ready been abolished in all the seceding
Southern States by the Federal govern-
inent, as a war measure, and that, under '
cover of the turbulent state of affairs in
this border State and the presence and
intimidation of the Federal troops in the
State, and their illegal voting outside of
it, and in anticipation of the treaty far eman- <
eipation with compensation which must inevita- '
Uy have followed between the Federal govern-
ment and that of the State of Maryland, a

peaceable revolution had been forced upon
the people of this State, still true to their
allegiance to the Federal government, ,
whereby this element of property, guaran- I
teed to them by the Federal constitution j
and that of the State, had been taken ,
away. Nor did the people of the State, I
