I will not assert that the bricks
found among the ruins of Ninevah,

covered with cuneiform characters,
were tablets which had dropped from
the hats of “*Assyrian Specials:™ peither
will I insist that St. Paul alluded to the
news-correspondents of Athens when
he spoke of those Greeks there who
t their timme in nothing else but
either to tell or to hear some new
thing.”” In ancient Rome, however,
centuries before there were types or
printing presses, telegraphs or ocean
steamers, there were metropolitan cor-
respondents. Wherever the vietor-
ious legions advanced, the Roman  offi-
cers, both military and civil, were sup-
plied with the lidibria ventes and the
acta populi by special correspondents,
who sent away from the imperial e¢ity,
inscribed on papyrus. almost exactly
the same matters about which we tele-
graph.  We read in some of these
chronicles which have escaped the rav-
ages of time about the debates in the
Capitol, the receptions of the Execu-
tive, the gladiatorial shows, the new
public  buildings erected, chats for
wdlers, and on-dits for scandal-mong-
ers.  The profession of *‘metropolitan
correspondents’ thus established has
ever since been followed at the capitals
of civilized countries; and now that
they have telegraph and the printing
press for the diffusion of their gather-
ings and gleanings, they are a recog-
nized institution.  The brains of the
fifty or more here are the cameras
through which the nation’s history is
daily daguerrotyped on the minds of at
least 5,000,000 readers.  Jefferson, who
was the first President inaugurated
here, had as his favorite curreipondont
William Duane, of the Philadelphia
Aurora, who had the run of the White
House, and was sneeringly called by
the Federalists the Presidential bag-
piper.—Ben: Perley Poore.

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Genius and Opportunity.

For a score of years the scientific

school of criticism has tried to break
down the barrier between ordinary
minds and men of genius by proving
that genius differs in dowroe but not in
kind from common intellects. That
this tendency should have grown in
favor with eritics is not surprising; it is
merely an illustration of that larger
tendency in modern science to rev.lrd
all organic beings as related, and to ob-
literate the line of separation between
the lowest men and the highest ani-
mals.  But after accepting “the asser-
tion that men of genius are only ordi-
nary men with some intellectual quali-
ties developed toan unusual degree,
how does that make genius any the less
remarkable? It is_in the difference
that the marvel lies, and not in the re-
semblance. Science will never be able
to do more than record that difference;
it will never be able to explain it. So
when we are told that Shakspeare or
Goethe was the product of his time. we
need not quarrel with the statement;
but we know that noexplanation of the
fact that Shakspeare was Shakspeare
can be given. That particular individ-
uality w vhich distinguished him fromall
other men, whether they were contem-
porary or not, cannot be explained by
n*fcrnng to the age or to the environ-
ment in which he lived.—Philadelphia
Bulletin.
