President Arthur, by the character ot
some of his recent nominations, has rather
lessened the favorable opinion which has
been generally entertained of his adminis-
tration, although it is quite true that in
seeking to provide places for his personal
friends without due regard to their fitness
for the same he bas done no more than to
follow the illustrious example of Grant
and Hayes. The Democratic Senators
have, since the beginning of the session of
Congress, made no opposition whatever to
the confirmatien ot any of Mr. Arthur's
appointments, and whatever objection has
been made to them has come entirely from
the Republican side. The nomination of
Mr. Emory Speer for United States judge
for Georgia, forms the only exception in
this respect. The lifeappointments made
by Mr. Arthur when confirmed will natur-
ally be regarded as safe against the change
of administration. But it remains to be
seen whether those who receive commis-
sions for four years, in the expiring weeks
of the Arthur administration can all count
upon a tenure of office during that entire
period.

Advices from England on Monday last
tell of an attempt on the part of Irish agi-
tators, or dynamiters, to blow up three
public buildings in Loadon by the use of
the deadly explosive from which they de-
rive their name. The attempt this time
seems to have been aimed at the Houses
of Parliament, and the time for the perpe-
tration of the ba-e and reprehensible act
had been selected with a view of destroy-
ing the buildings at a time when there
would be the greatest number of persons
presenf. There were three explosions al-
most simultaneously, two in Westminster
Palace, where the Parliament assembles,
and one in the white tower wirhin the
historic tower of London. The exp'osions
are reported to Lave been terrific, causing
consternation and confusion among those
within the buildings at the time, and the
perpetrators of the dastardly outrage es-
caped during the panic which ensued.
Between thirty and forty persons were in-
Jjured, seme of them fatally and the damage
done was very great. The fiends who re-
sort to tkis method of enforcing their
claims are certainly not the true friends of
Ireland, and it isclearly manifest to every
sane man that the oppressed people ot that
country will never have their wrongs re-
dressed by resorting to such a method of
procedure. It will rather have the effect
of causing England to apply the screw
tighter on them and in this way endeavor
to crush out all feeling that wi'l lead men
te so felonious and criminal an act. This
attempt has received the condemnation of
all of Ireland’s true friends ; and those who
are working most actively and successfully
to free the oppressed people of that coun-
try from the wrongs and iniquities which
they are subjected to, are the most earnest
in denouncing the dastardly and cowardly
warfare carried on by the so-called dyna-
pmiters.

The facts upon which the statement]
made in the Maryland Consitution of
1867, that slavery in this State was abol
ished “by the policy and authority of the
United States;” and that “compensation
in censideration thereof is due from the
United States™” appear to have been based,
seem to be these: Upon the recommenda-
tion of President Lincoln, in bis message,
a joint resolution was adopted by Cun-
gress on April 2nd, 1852, which read as
follows: -

“Resolved, That the United States ought to
co-operate with any State which may adopt
gradual abolishment of slavervy, giving to such
State pecuniary aid, to be vsed by suck State i
its discretion, to compensate for the incon-
veniences, public and private, produced by
such change of system.”’

On the 11th of the same moath, Congress
passed a bill abolishing slavery in the
District of Columbia and awarding com-
pensation to the owners, not to exceed
$300 per capita, for the slaves emancipated.

Shortly after this time, at a conference
between President Lincoln and the repre-
sentatives from Maryland in Congress,
called by the President, he was informed
by the Maryland represeatatives that, if
Congress would put the matter in a tan-
gible shape and appropriate a fund to l e
placed under the control of the Presidest
for the compensation of el.ve owners, they
might rest assured of an earnest, and, it
was believed, a favorable consideration of
the question by the peop'e of Maryland.—
The matter stood in that way, Congress
taking no further action but leaving the
resolution ot 1862 unrescinded, unt'il tke
adoption of the so-called constitution of
1864 in Maryland, whereby slavery was
immediately abolished witLout compensa-
tion to the owners. In a former articlo
we stated that the adoption of this instru-
ment seems to have been a revolutionary
measure, accomplished by the unwarrant-
ed disfranchisement of many of the duly
qualified voters of the State, and that this
revolution was promoted and rendered
successful by the presence an! intimidat-
ing influence of the Federal military at
the polls in this State and their illegal vot-
ing eutside of it. We have not the space
now, but in a future artic'e wi'l show by
the testimony of disinterested, not o say
unwilling witnesses, of credibili'y, how
far the Federal military participated in
bringing about the election of the Legis-
lature that first hatched and fermulated
the revolutionary project, and in its sub-
sequent alleged adoption.
