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Maryland Democrats who make it con-
venient to visit Washington at this time,

either for pleasure or business, have cause
to be especially indignant. They com-;
plain that the trains from Baltimore are:
watched in the Washington depots; that
Marylanders are followed, and their move-1
m n's are chronicled in the Republican
journals the next day, with fanciful em-

bellishments. This was the experience of

two prominent figures in Charles county

politics on inauguration day.

Signs of war in the East are growing
ing decidedly threatening. In the pre
sent temper of England and Russia any
indiscretion on the part ofAbdurrahman's

troops may precipitate a conflict of arms
that will not confine itse f to Asia. The

tone of the English press is belligerent,
and that of the native press in India, both
Moslem and Bramin, is bitterly hostile to

Russia. Warlike preparations are being
hurried forward in England and India,

and financial circles are excited by the

imminence ofhostilities

“Civil-service reform” is wonderfully
popular just now among Republican office

holders, who discover astonishing virtues

in the idea now that they think it can be
utilized to help them in retaining their

grip upon the public crib. Its popular-
ity in Washington is in amusing contrast

with the open scoffing and derision with
which it was once regarded by the very

same people who are now crying them-

selves hoarse in advocacy of the special
tenets which seems to suit their cases.—
Democratic office-seekers do not conceal

heir chagrin at what they regard as an

imprudent attempt to pervert the horn st

purpose of the Cleveland administration
to respect the principle of civil service re-

form into a shield for the retention in

place and power of men who heretofore

have been chiefly conspicuous as spoils-
men.

Several of our esteemed State contem-

poraries refer to the reins'atement of the

Democratic party in power as a “peacefu
revolution.” That term does not fairly

express the idea and is, therefore, a mis-

nomer. A revolution, in i s political sense

means an essential, or entire change in the

constitution of government. Ifsuch change
is effected without war or bloodshed, (as

in some rare cases has been done) it is

called a ‘•peaceful revoltbion.” The rein-

statement of the Democratic party in pow-

er does not effect any change in the eonsti
tution of government of the Republic; but.

on the other hand, the cardinal doctrine

of the reins'ated party is to conserte the

constim'ion of the fathers and prohibit
and restrain all changes and innovations.

Hence the misnomer in the use of the term
“peacefu! revolution” in this connection.

The first Federal appointment to office

wi.hin the State of Maryland, according
to Washington dispatches, has been de-

cided on. It is for the postmaster ship of

Annapolis and the fortunate man is Wm.
T. Iglehart, Esq. Mr. Iglehart is the able

editor of that sterling Democratic journal
the Anne Arundel Advertiser published at

the State Capitol, and through itsco’umns

has done very effective work lor the party
notably in the last Congressional campaign
in this district. Mr Iglehart is an agree
able, affab'e and pleasant gentleman, and

his appointment, we feel sure, will give as

much satisfaction to the ci’izcns of his na-
tive city, as it is a source of much gratifi-
cation to his many warm friends through-
out the State. If a 1 the President's selec-

tiins for Maryland appointments are to be

men of Mr. Iglehart's stamp then surely
will his administration be successful and

productive of much reform.

Hon. George Gray, who for a long time
past has ably and acceptably fi led the pos-

ition of Attorney-General in Delaware
was on Mond y elected by the Legislature
of that State to succeed Hon. Thomas F.
Bayard in the United States Senate. In

alluding to Mr. Gray’s selec'ion the Balti-
more Herald, a bitterly partisan Republi-
can journal, has the following ; “Delaware
and the Democratic party may well con-
gratulate themselves on the e'ection of Sir

George Gray to the Senate. He is a man

of great natural ability, a keen and deep-
ly-read lawyer, an orator of considerable
power and eloquence, a man with broad

views on questions of national policy, and
a gentleman of culture and refinement.—

Except in the matter of experience in

state craft, he may be considered as the
equal of Mr. Bayard. He is sure to repre-
sent his State with credit to it and him-

self, and he will be a valuable accession
to the Democratic ranks in the Senate.
Little Delaware continues to be represent-

ed in Congress by men whose ability is

entirely out of proportion to the size of
the State.”

Col. Daniel S. Lamnnt, the trusted friend
and private secretary of President Cleve-
land, is a native of Cortland county, N. Y..
and is in his 35th year. Fie received a

collegiate education, and having develop-
ed a passion for politics was appointed a

clerk in the State Legislature through the

influence of Gov. Hoffman. He there at-

tracted the attention of Hon. Samnel J.
Tilden, then a member of the Legislature
who had him transferred to the Democra-
tic State committee, and in 1874 he became
one ®f the valuable attaches of that body
Under Mr. Tilden’s tutelage Mr. Lament

learned political skill and wisdom, and
for four yea r s he held the position of sec-
retary to the State Democratic committee

In 1876 he became managing editor of the
Albany Argus, and was a potent factor in

is well qualified for his particular duties.
The Secretary of State is thoroughly iden-
tified in his past official life with that sale

lined in Mr. Cleveland's inaugural; tie
custodian of the Treasury portfolio is in
thorough harmony with the President and
the Democratic party upon the important
question of tariff reform, with w hich t! is
department is so intimately connected;

Altogether the New Adtmnis rati >n

commends itsel! to the confidence the
hopeful support of the Democra'ic party
and the country. While its policy Its*

not yet been even clearly outlined, still all
the indications point to a borough Dem-
ocratic administration and a return to the
simplicity and conservatism of the earlier
days of the Republic. It is manifest that

Mr. Cleveland is not to be any mere figure-
head, but that his own decided views and
convictions upon public affairs will te
duly felt in the tons and character of
his administration.

It is admitted on all si-ba that the ship
