The conviction of James D Fish, ex-
prasident of the Marine Bank of New
York, and tberefusd of the court to admit
him to bail, will go fur to restore faith in
the efficiency of the machinery of justice
in New York. Fish, as president of an

important bank, occupied a position of

great responsibility to the public as we >
as to the directors and deposoors whose
trust in his honesty was explicit. But he
plundered the funds of the institution, of

which he was the head, in the most con-
sciousless manner, turning its assets over
to his fellow-conspirator Ward without
security, or on collateral known to be
worthless. Out of his fraud on deposi-
tors and stockholders he is credited with
having made for himself $750,000, and
might have made more if the memorable
failure in May, 1884, bad not brought his
enterprising doings to a close.

Mr. W. W. Corcoran has bad a monu-
ment erected at Tunis, on the empty grave
of the author of “Home, Sweet Home,” to
supply the place of the slab that for so
many yetrs covered the remains of the

> poet. 1 When 4n 1883 Mr. Gircoran hafl
the body of John Howard Payne exhumed
and brought to this country lor interment,

it was his desire that the memorial of his
name at Tunis should remain as it was.
but for some reason or other it was re-
moved and broken. To take its place he
has bad a monument made in Malta of
imperishable s'one, seven feet high, on a

base four feet square,the whole surmounted

by a symbolical decoration in whit# mar-
ble. The inscriptions on the monument
record briefly the date of Payne’s birth,

June 9, 1791; of bis death, April 9.
1853; the transfer of hi* remains to the
cemeteiy at Washington, June 9, 1883,
and bis authorship of the song identified
with his name, the whole being completed
by the addition of the single lire : “Then
be content, poor heart.”

The letter addressed by Secretary Bay-
ard to the secetary of the Iriih National
League of New York ci'y in reply to a
communication requesting the State De-
partment to secure “a just and lair trial”
for Burton and Cunningham, who are now
awaiting trial in London for coraplici y
in the recent dynamite explosions, indi-
cates clearly the purpose of the new ad-

ministration to care seduously for the in-
terests of American citizens in foreign
countries, and to do all in its power to se-
cure for them the fullest protection
laws. Secretary Bayard points out a de-

fect in the existing statutes which leaves
the government without the means of de-
fraying the expense of employing counsel
for citizens accused and held for trial in
foreign countries, and expresses confidence
that the President will recommend to Con-
gress to appropriate an adequate sum of

money. The State Department has no in-
formation of the citizenship of the parties
referred to in the league’s communication,
but inquiry will be made and propers'eps
taken.

The appointment of Mr. Anthony M.
Keiley, of Richmond, Va., as American
minister to Rome, has beed used by some

of the few of his opponents there as an oc-
casion for reviving a speech made by Mr.
Keiley January 12,1871. A mass-meeting
was held in St. Peter’s Cathedral on that
day to pretest against the action of King
Victor Emanuel in forcibly occupying
Rome. Mr. Keiley on that occasion was
made chairman of the commifee on reso-
lutions, and presented a number of resolu-
tions to the meeting which were adopted.
These declared that the Catholics of this
diocese have witnessed with the profound-
est concern the recent cruel and causeless
invasion of the papal states by a neighbor-
ing sovereign, and the sacrilegious vio-
lence with which the Holy Father has been
driven from his home and bereft of his
lawful authority. Mr. Keiley made a

speech supporting these resolutions, in
which he referred to Victor Emanuel in
severe terras,saying th* cause that triumph-
ed when King Victor Emanuel crossed the
Roman frontier was the cause of the social-
ists and infidels of Geneva, no more, no

less. The local papers at the t ime reported
these resolutions and Mr. Kelley’s speech
very ful y. It is said copies of these have
been made to be sent to Rome, in the hope
of having them published by the papers
there. These objectors to Mr. Keiley are

confined to some Italian resident* who be-
longed to what was known as the govern-
ment party in Italy, who sympathized with
the cause of King Victor Emanuel.

The President’s Power of Removal.

The question of the right of the Presi-

ident under the constitution ad existing
law to remove at his discretion Federal
officers who receive their appointment
from the Executive, has recently been
much considered and tromises in the near

future to become a very important aad in-

teresting ene. Should the present politi-
cal status of the Senate continue, and
should the policy of that body to refuse to
confirm the successors of certain officers,

i unless the presen' incumbents be removed
; for what the Senate recognizes to be

"proper cause.” which was to some extent

foreshadowed during the ex ra session,!
the respective powers of the Executive
and the Senate in this regard may be, lor
the first time in the history of the Govern-
ment, put to the test of a judicial determ- j
illation.

The President’s power of appointment
of all the more important civil and mili-
tary officers, “by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate,” is conferred by die
constitution, but his power of remova l

, from office is not expressly conferred by
that instrument, but only by implication.
