The prevailing topic among farmers at

present is the extraordinary drouth which
is now prevailing and which now serious-

ly threa'ens to irreparably blight the grass
and wheat crops. It is now said that un-

s less we have rain within a week the grow-

e ing wheat wi 1 be destroyed beyond recov-
ery, while the crop of corn is also said to

' be coming up poorly in consequence of

_ the protracted drouth. The yield of hay
I is also said to have been already very ma-

terally shortened by the continued dry
weather and unless it rain soon that im-
portant product will also be a total failure.

This ofaffairs is a source of much
• anxiety to farmers and following as it does
- close upon the bligh'ing drouth of last

s summer and fa'l, it is natura ly a subject
Jof the gravest concern to farmers If 'he

t materially shortened corn and tobacco
crops of last year be now followed by a |
failure of the crops of wheat and hay, the
effect upon the poorer class of farmers. 1
who have not much capital in advance,
will be direful in the extreme. And yet
a fear is en'ertained bv some that this may
not be all, and that the drouth may be pro-
tracted into the summer to the destruction

of the corn and tobacco crops of this year.
