Sweet Com.

This is one of the home comforts
that is not half appreciated. How
many useful purposes this can be put
to? We use it freely on the table;
feed it to our pigs and occasionally to
horses for a change, and for our milk
cows, which are always inclined to
dry up at this season, we flvd stalks
and all liberally. Then when dried
we find it is a good and wholesome j
diet during winter and spring. W e
never find anything but health and
good cheer in using sweet corn freely,
for the fun we have in piling up the
cobs at each other’s plates seems to aid
digestion.

With rich ground, rows planted
three and a-half feet wide and hills
two feet apart, three stalks in a hill,
it suckers profusely and yields an
enormous amount of feed. For soiling
purposes there is nothing better than
this kind of feed. I can sell at five
and six cents per dozen fifty dollars'
worth per acre, while the fodder and
nubbins are worth as much for feed a*

it costs to raise the whole crop. Of
varieties, the Concord for early, and
several kinds of Evergreens for late,
are my favorites. Here is a new de-
parture that I shall adopt as soon as
possible, and if every farmer in the
land will do the same and report re-
sults, they may charge the undersign d
with all that is lost by the ope ran m;

Take a long strip of good land, put a

hog fence around it, plant it with
sweet corn in sections so as to have
these sections ripm in successi n:
have a few panels of portable fence,
which put across the first section a
soon as the corn is in roasting ears,

when turuyour hogs in, and when this
section is consumed move your fence,
take in another section, and so on un-
til the main crop of corn c mes on.
It hogs are put on clover previous to
this they will be far more h,alloy
with all this green feed than if fed on

dry corn; we will hear few or no com-
plaints about cholera, and they will
put on tiesh in a manner that will
yield a solid, healthy profit. If there
is any royal road to weal to for farmers,
it will be found in the direction of
adding to the weight of animals by tiie
use of an inexpensive kind of feed, and
no better source can be found for this
than sweet corn and green clover. A
double advantage will be found litre
also, from utilizing to the tuilest ail
the profit there is m manure. — Cur. of
Germantou'n Telejrnph.

Ensilage.

I built a silo last summer entirely
out of lumber, double boarding it on
one side only of tiie uprights: tiilei it
witlk lirdd- cotrii stains, ...ter j -
the ears and cutting the fodder about
an inch in length,. I was about three
weeks in filling and covering. The
weight was a little more than a foot
of dirt, which we have used in the
stable as an absorbent. We have been
feeding it only to five cows and one
yearling. The cows do better and
give more milk fed on it than when*
led on bay, corn fodder and grain, and
theyearling(heifer) has grown remark-
ably. There has been only one difti- |
culty ; the ensilage has decayed some
in the corners, and fermented and
moulded next to the sides. 1 luring
the wr arm weather of January we had
to feed it faster thau we bad b- en do-
ing, to keep the top from fermenting
and spoiling. I would like to be in-
formed how this fermenting and de-
caying at the sides and corners is to
be prevented, and if it is a common ex-
perience with siloists. The sides seem-
ed to be perfectly tight, and the decay-
ing at the corners has taken place
mostly since the cover was removed in

November. In filling we did not pack
it or tread it down any, but simply
leveled it occasionally. It seemed to

settle considerable in filling, and after
the weight was applied the ensilage
settled only from about niue to seven
feet in depth. It is excellent feed, ex-
cept a three cornered piece of say
three feet each way in each corner;
the center is, to within a foot of the
sides or less, bright and green and
only slightly acid.

I would like to enlarge my silo next
summer by making it about six feet
higher. Its present size is twelve and
thirteen feet at the sides by twelve
feet high.

I like the plan of ensilaging field
corn fodder very much, as by that
method the fodder is made as good as
early cut hay, instead of the usual
dry, hard woody feed, that requires so
much grain to feed with it to have it

cleaned up and give good results.
Corn is a profitable crop, and by the
use of the silo more can be raised, and
on poor grass tarms like mine this
method will be a great help.—l*., East
J.ethel, Yt., in Mirror and Fanner.

In planting an orchard the young
trees should be sligtly inclined toward
the direction of the prevailing winds.
All tiicjoid orchards lean as the trees
were bent while young, and most of
these old orchards were set when there
was more forest and winds were much
less violent thau now.

Dead limbs on fruit or other trees
should be promptly removed. The
cutting should be below any diseased
part, or it will spread the infection.
The saw used should not be applied
to healthy trees unless first washed
with carbolic acid and water.
