Burkman Covicted.

Frank Burkman, the young Bultimorean
who murdered Captuin Melson and the colored
mate ef the sloop Fannie Southard, whi'e she
waslying in Machadoc Cre k, Vu., in the winter
of 1882, w»s convicted of murd-r in the second
degree on Thursday of last week at Tuppahan-
nock, Essex county, Va. He was sentenced to
the Stat+ penitentiary of Virgiuia for a term of
36 years, 18 years on each of the two indict-
ments for murder. He has served three years
in jail, an1 the time of his imprisonment will
cover 39 years. lle is now 21 years of age,
bein: 18 at the time of his confinement, and
will be 57 years of age at the expiraticn of his

He was dcfeaded by Congressmin
Thomas Croxton and Mr. Jullus Masin. W 1
Wright was the prosecu'ing ‘attorney. His
plea was self-defense, and his counsel were con-
fronted with th- difficuity oft coinciding bis
gtatement with th: fact that the murder was
committed while his victims were asleep and
that he carricd off all the money he secured,
about $40,00. To the untiring efforts of his
couas:l, youang Burkman owcs his escape from
the gallows, to which he had been senteaced
by two jurie<. The trial which re<ulted in his
convicticn of murder in the second degree was
his fifth. The first three taok place in King
William county, in which the murder was com-
mitted. The jury in the 6zrt trail failed to
agree. In the two :ubsequent trials in thaf
cou .ty the 8 ntence of death was passed upon
him, but, threugh some technicalities in the
law, he was given new iria!ls. The fourth trial
took plice in Sssex eonnty.  While being re-
moved to Tappahannock on the steamer Theo-
dorg We'ms he attempted to escape, but was
caught, «unl completed the remainder of the
trip in irons. His first trial in Essex county
eaded in April, 1884, with a verdict of guilty
in the first degree, and he was sentenced to be
hanged on September 26th of the sume year.
