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A prominent Maryland politician, -who
is on very friendly terms with Attorney-
General Garland, says ex-Representative
Talbott will probably be appointed U. S.

district attorney at Baltimore, ins'ead of
solicitor of internal revenue.

Senator Joe Blackburn, of Kentucky, is
no friend ofcivil service reform, and never
has lent himself to its support. In a re-
cent interview he is reported to have ex-

pressed the following opinion of it:
“Civil service reform is a fraud. lam one

of the seventeen Democrats who voted against
it and I have never seen the day I would not

vote for its repeal. The only civil service re
form I want is to hunt out every bad Republi-
can office-holder and remove him because he is
bad. Then I want to remove every good Re-
publican because he is a Republican and there
is as capable a Democrat for the place, who is
better because he is a Democrat.”

A Washington dispatch says that First
Assistant Postmaster-General Stevenson is
making himself very popular by his activ-
ity in responding to all applications for
fourth-class postoffices. Ex-Senator Mc-
Donald came away with a of Indiana
appointments af'.er waiting less than an
hour and this is about the rate the mill
runs, and generally as fast for one as an-
other. “Is this all right ?” asks Mr. Stev-
enson. “Do you know it yourself ?” The
answer is in the affirmative nine cases in
ten. “Then go ahead with it,’’ says the
First Assistant to the miller, and in a
twinkling the grist is ground. “This is
the place te do business,” said an Ohio
Democrat who had come twice to the Cap-
itol. “It reminds me of old times. It
weuld be if there was more of it.” Mr.
Stevenson’s work is confined a’most ex-

clusively to fourth class cases. The Pres-
ident looks after more important ones.

The first Democratic primaries this year
were held in Kent. The contest was ani-
mated, but the nominations made are re-

garded as satisfactory to the party gener-
ally. In Cecil, which was the next county
to hold Democratic primaries, the situa-
tion was more complica’ed than in Kent,
but party leaders regard the outlook as
promising. The first Republican prima-
ries in the State were he'd in Cecil last
Saturday. In Harford and Wicomico the
Democratic primaries will 1 e held on the
Ist of August; in Dorchester on the Bth:
in Talbott on the 22d of August; in Mont-
gomery one week la'er, and in Anne Arun-
del on the Sth of September. The dates
in the other counties have not yet been
fixed. In Somerset county there seems to

be considcrab'e dissatisfaction with the
provisions of the oyster law of last year,
which relate to planting of oysters and
taking up of oyster reservations, and this
ques ion promises to enter large'y into the
canvass.

The Boston Herald has had its eyes
opened to the real condition of political
affairs in the South. That it has, and
it now sees that condition as it real y
exists, are made plain by the following
extract from one of its recent editoria’s:

“Toe South is solid for the democratic party,
not for uny ulterior object which that portion
of the Union has in connection with the federal
government, but as measure of self protection
against the rule of ignorant negroes and selfish
adventurers. A solid negro vote controlled by
republican schemers for their own selfish pur-
poses, consolidated the intelligence, the publici
spirit and the proper interests of the South in
the democratic party to overthrow the travesties
upon ioc.d government which existed there;
during the carpet-bag era. What was consol- j
hinted for self-preservation has remained solid
for self-protection. And it may beset down
es certain, in view of tbe history of the past
twelve years, that just so long as there is any I
danger, even remote, of a restoration of ro-pub j
licsa rule through a solid negro vote, just so
long will the white men of the South told the
political power of that section firmly against
the republican party. And as we have before
remarked, if the latter party could not control
the elections and divide the South when in full !
possession ef the government, it is the height
of folly and the depth ol political stupidity to
attempt to rally the old forces, under the old
war cries, with the Administration and the
House securely in the hands of the democrats.” j

The signal-service office has published
a number of papers on tornadoes during
the year 1884. The number of storms in

tbe various State were; Georgia, 38 ; South
Carolina, 22; Alabama, 18; North Caro-
lina, 12; Kansas, 12; lowa, 10; Wisconsin
10; Dakota, 8; Kentucky,?; Mississippi.
7; Texas, 5; New York, 5: Indiana, 4;

Ohio, Missouri and Minnesota, each 0:
Pennsylvania, Arkansas, Nebraska, Colo-
rado, Tennessee, each 2; Illinois, Indian
Territory, Louisiana, each 1. The width
of the path of destruction varied from 70
to 5,280 feet, tbe average being 1,037 feet.
The length of the tornado's track varied
from 2 to 130 miles, the average being 30.-
10 miles. The velocity of the tornado
cloud varied from 15 to 80 miles per
hour—average 42 miles. The shortest
time occupied by the tornado cloud in
passing a given point varied from ‘an in-
stant” to about two minutes, the average
being about 45 seconds. The formation
of the tornodo cloud is almost invariably
reported as “funnel-shaped.” In the ma-
jority of cases the temperature was un-
usuallly warm before and unusually cool
after the tornado. The time of greatest
frequency is between 4 and 5 30 P. M.
in July.

In a letter to the assignees of Mr. John
Roach, contractor for tbe Dolphin and
other naval vessels now in course of con-
struction, says the Baltimore Sun, Secre-
tary Whitney lays down the simp'e prin-
ciple of strict business methods as the rule
which is to guide him in adjusting the
department’s transactions with Mr. Roach.
He shows that Mr. Roach has been dealt
with most liberally by the department—-
so liberally that only $20,070 of .$210,710
which the government might have retain-
ed as security has been withheld from the
contractor, while over $2,000,000 has been
paid on the vessels not yet comp'eted.—
Under these circumstances the attempt to
show that Mr. Roach has been “persecut-
ed” by the department is manifestly so
unfair that it can only be regarded as a

pretext. The truth seems to be that Mr.
Roach depended on his influence in Wash-
ington to secure the acceptance of the
Dolphin whether she conformed to the
conditions imposed by Congress or not,
and he appears to have regarded Secretary
Whitney’s efforts to enforce the spirit as
w ;11 as the letter of the contract as some-
thing in the nature of an impertinence.—
Secretary Whitney’s firmness under the
storm of misrepresentation and personal
abuse which his obviously proper action
in the premises has evoked will be com-
mended by right thinking men of all par
ties, and affords in itself the most substan-
tial grounds for hoping that “business me-
thods” will continue to be applied in the
management of the department, with the
result, perhaps, of securing in lime a real-
ly effective navy.
