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Mr. Stilson Hutchins, ot Laconia, N. H., ,

From an interview with Gen McL&ws,

published elsewhere, it will appear that

ihe late Gen. Grant, when President, was
in the beginning by no means in sympathy
with the extreme purpose of the recon-j
struction laws in the matter of universal

posed that the great evils which all fore-

garding the problem of negro suffrage.

It is much easier to pander to the ignor-
ant prejudices ofunlettered voters than to
run counter to those prejudices.

Some
of these local leaders bad been so accus-
tomed to successfully work upon the cre-
dulity of the colored voters at political
elections and get them to solidly “vote de
ticket,” that they imagined they were very
magnetic men and were held in high res-
pect for their oracular wisdom by the col-
ored population. They were cruelly un-
deceived on Tuesday, when despite all
their loud exertions nearly every colored
voter that came to the polls waked over
to the holder of anti-prohibition tickets,
who in this district was a prominent Dem-
ocrat, and so readily voted the ticket he
gave them. The republican leaders look-
ed very much chagrined, as though they
did not feel near so magnetic as they
thought they felt before.

A special to the New York Times from
Cincinnati says that President Cleveland
recently made a judicial appointment in
Ohio in favor of which numerously signed
petitions had been filed. The President
shortly afterward received a letter in

which the writer admits that he signed
the petition for the appointment merely
to get rid of the applicant, and others did
the same, knowing the man to be utterly
unfit for the place, and never supposing
for a moment that he stood any show ot
getting it. To this letter President Cleve-
land is said to have written as follows un-
der date of Executive Mansion, Washing-
ton 1: “1 have read your letter of the
24th ult. with amazement and indignation-
There is but one mitigation to the perfidy
which your letter discloses, and that is
found in in the fact that you confess your
share in it.

pardonable. The idea that this adminis-
tration—pledged to give the people better
government and better officers, and en-
gaged in a hand-to-hand fight with the
bad elements of both parties—should be be-
trayed by those who ought to be worthy of
implicit trust is atrocious; and such trea-

son to the people and to the party ought 1
to be punished by imprisonment.

time I have been deceived and misled by <
lying and treacherous misrepresentations, t
you are the first one that has so frankly (
owned his grievous fault.

There is something ntter’y hopeless a-

bont the attitude of the rabid Prohibi-
tionist. The climax has at last been
reached in a recent deliverance of Rev.
Dr. Leonard, the Prohibition candidate
for Governor of Ohio, who takes this mon-

strous position: “Rather than vote to
license the traffic in intoxicating drinks I
would vote for a fountain at every s reel

corner, from which should flow a contin-
uous stream of whisky free to everybody
and famish tin cups from which a'l who
desired should drink their fill.” It is a

relief to turn from the clerical advocacy of
such doctrine to the rational ground taken
by Rev. Dr. Hatfield, a leading Western
clergyman and advocate of temperance.
He sees and B‘ates the simple fact, so gen-
erally lost sight of, that high license is a

form of prohibition, and the only practi-
cable form in large centers of popula'ion.
where traffic in liquor cannot be sup-
pressed. A law compelling a saloon-
keeper to pay a license tax of SI,OOO pro-
hibits every man who causot raise SI,OOO
from keeping a saloon, and the experience
of Illinois, Missouri and other states that
have tried high license shows conclusively
that the prohibition is so effective as to

largely reduce the number of saloons, and
especially those of the worst sort. Dr.
Hatfield believes that a stringent license
law is the only feasible method of restrict-
ing the traffic, and urges friends of tem-

perance to support the system. The advo-
cacy of high license from such a source is
an excellent sign.

Riverside Park, New York, has been se-
lected as the fial resting place of General
Grant and will give much more satisfac-
tion than the first choice of Central Park
The spot decided upon by Mrs. Grant is
without doubt a charming one and alto-
gether suitable for the purpose. Being ns
yet unfinished and unimproved, it will no

doubt be beautiful and arranged so as to
exceed the tombs of any of the presidents.
The park is a narrow and irregular strip
of land lying between Riverside avenue
and the Hudson river, from Seventy second
street to One-Hundred -and-Tliirtitth street
Between the western limit and the river,
however, passes the road-bed of tbe Hud-
son River railway. The general width of
the park is about 500 feet, while its entire
length is some three miles, the area being
178 acres, only a portion of which has
been laid out in walks and drives, while
the rest still re.ains the wild picturesque-
ness ot nature.

Secretary Manning has appointed Geo.
W. Albright, of Albany, N. Y., a “skilled
