The Horse in the Stable.

The town horse, as a rule, has a bet-
ter footing when in the stable, than
the farm horse. The half round boul
ders or paving stones commonly found
in country stables effectually prevent
the feet from having an even bearing;
the horse is constantly on a strain,
such as a man experiences when stand
ing on sloping ground. Out of tin
stable, however, the farm horse has
all the advantage ; whilst at the great-
er part of his work a soft cushion of
earth receives his feet with an even
pressure, and morever, they are kept
cool and comfortable, instead of be-
coming feverishly hot. So we often
see horses that have worked many
years on a farm fresh and sound on
the legs, whilst draught horses that
have been kept at city work frequently
get quite knocked up in the prime of
life; such sometimes make valuable
farm horses, and become, apparently,
quite sound again.

The town horse with, perhaps, an
asphalte or tile floor of the best con-
struction to stand on, has other evils
to contend with; the pavements of the
streets on which he is apt to work ne-
cessitates the “calking” of his shoes,
so that his feet are always in an un-
natural position; nor does the well-
kid floor of his stable give him relief,
as the frog of the foot never has its
proper bearing. Provision should be
made so that when horses shod for j
town work spend a whole day in the |
stable they should stand on tan, turf,
or even common clay.

The farm Louse has the inestimable !
advantage, except in very bad weather,
of spending his idle days in the pas
ture, and a few weeks “out to grass”!
are often tried as a means ol restoring
the worn-out town horse, and some-
times with good effect; but great cau-
tion is needed ia the experiment. In-
jurious effects sometimes follow the
great and sudden change of diet, and
accideats frequently happen from other
causes.

A great cause in many stables is
want of ventilation. A close stable is
very detrimental to health. Neither
the horse nor his master should ever
be compelled to inhale “the poison of
twice-breathed air.” On the other 1
hand, draughts are dangerous, and a
loop-hole in front of a horse’s head,
with a door and probably a window
behind him, is simply abomiuable. A
frequent cause of* bud ventilation is a
loft a few feet above the horses’ beads.
In a stable so constructed, proper ven-
tilation is very difficult. With no loft
and plenty of head room it is easy

There are many degrees of stable
management. Whilst some stables are
palatial and built with every regard to
to comfort, cleanliness and sanitary i
requirements, others are dark, damp,
ill-ventilated and unwholesome. The
laws of health apply to the equine as
well as the human race, and cannot be
violated with impunity; and experi-
enced practitioners tell us that more
diseases of the eye and respiratory or-
gans are contracted in the stable than
ont of it.—Canada Globe.

Breeding Draught Horses.

In breeding common mares to im-
ported draught stallions, the stallion,
as a rule, outbreeds the common mare,
and produces a grade draught colt
that matures early, has tine size, and
is eagerly bought up by city horse-
buyers, at more than double the price
of a common colt. The farmer, as a
rule, prefers to keep the mares to grade
up, breeding always to the best horses
available, and the higher the grade,
that is the more draught blood, the
higher goes the price. Thoroughbreds
and trotting bred mares, bred to good
draught stallions, give fine coach hor-
ses that sell well. The lack of size in
our American horses is improved by
the draught cross, and greater profit
given to our horse-breeding. The
draught horse has given an impetus to
horse breeding, because if has given
greater profits. We do not know of
any one who has abandoned it when
once the start is made. The demand
for them is not alone from our great
cities, but the whole civilized world,
in commercial and manufacturing
centres, as well as in all progressive
farming countries, want heavy draught
horses. Horses with grand size, style
and action, that can draw a heavy load
to a wagon, cart or plow, draw tlie ad-
miration as well.— Western *gricultu
rist.

Manure in the Barnyard.

It is a difficult matter to keep ma-
nure in the barnyard through the
summer without serious loss. A great
mistake is made when any finely-rotted
manure is left over summer in the
yard. Last winter was so cold, how-
ever, that much of the manure in
Northern barnyards was mixed with
snow and ice long after teams were
plowing in the fields. In this shape
it was not fit to apply to land, and if
mixed with straw it will need to be
fermented to fit it. This should be
done in low, fiat heaps, so as to hold
as much rainwater as possible, and the
heaps should be covered with earth or
sods to absorb the ammonia that will
be evolved in the fermentation. Treat-
ed thus there will be no serious loss,
seeds of noxious weeds willbe destroy-
ed, and one load of the rotted manure
in the fall will be worth two or three
of the coarse, strawy stuff piled up in
the spring. The heaps should be big
enough to cause a high temperature,
as the seeds of red root and wild mus-
tard will endure considerable warmth
without injuring their vitality in the
leas t.— Cultivator.
