Tobacco from Southern VIarylanil.

Tobacco is coming in quite freely, the
Weiras Line bringing up a large number of
hogsheads from Prince George's. Anne Arundel,

St. Mary’s Charles and Calvert counties. Up to

the first of this mouth the receipts had been
very light, though the crop was good and ol

line quality. The lateness was due to the rig-

orous winter, which greatly delayed the farm
ers in preparing the tobacco for market. It was

intimated at one of the State tobacco ware

houses that since the first of the month the five

warehouses have received in ail about 5,000

hogsheads, in consequence of this recent sud

den rush the prices have fallen considerably,
the best tobacco bringing only §l2 per hun-

dred and running as low as $5.50 for inferior

qualities.— Bait. Sun.

We have received this week from Mr. F
I). Mudd, the clerk to the board of county com-

missioners, the annual levy for the fiscal year
ending May 30tb, 1885, and it will appear in
due shape in our next issue, it having be<-o re-

ceived too late for insertion this week. As t

stated some time ago, the rate of taxation
has been raised 2 cents in this levy making tbe
rate now SI,OO o.i each §IOO instead of 93 cents

as last year. The amount levied for the ex-

penses of the county is $35,432,49 ; and to this
is added a State tax of $0,512,34, making a

total amount of $41,944 83, and to raise this
amount SI,OO must be paid on each SIOO worth
of property in the county. The assessable basis
is apportioned among the four collection dis-
tricts of the county as follows: Ist district.
$775,614; 2nd, §1,035,972; 3rd, $883,271; ,

4lh, 778,392. Total, §3,472,249 To this is
added tbe amount invested in corporations
S7O 000, making a grand total of §3,843,249
The State receives no tax on the §70.000 in-
vested in corporations.

'Hie Age ol Candidate*!.

The Secretary of the Treasury has issued
the following circular in regard to the age ol

candidates for minor appointments in the cus-

tom service:
“Itis hereby ordered that on and after Au-

gust 1, 1885, article 138 of the general regula-
tions under the customs an 1 n ivigation laws of
the United States shall read us follows :

“Article 1358. Candidates for minor appoint
meats in the customs service, not in the classi-
fied service, must be not less than 21 uor more
than 55 years of age, of suitable ph i sical condi-
tion and mentally qualified, as required by the
rul s and regulations of the civil-service of the
United States. Out door inspectors must be ot
robust fr-.me and constitution. If otherwise

duly qualified, the limitation as to age does not
ap,dv to persons who may have been honorably
,lis. barwed from tlie millilaryor naval service
of the United Stales. Deputy collectors and
other e.nploi es not w ithin the classified service,
whose duli-s ate per'o med exclusively within
customs buildings, and who are selected on ac-

count of possessing qualifications of special
value to the sctvice, may, alter satisfactory
phi sical cet tilication, be el gible for appoint '
ment between 2'. and 6b years of age, and the
department circular of June 25, 1885, is modi
fied accordingly.”

counties. In Southern Mary land, it is claimed,
that there will be a signal democratic revival,
and Anne Arundel, Calvert, Charles, St. Mary’s
and Prince George’s counties are set dow n in

the democratic column by mote than one poli-
tical arithmetbian. Dochester and Caro ine,
on the Eastern Shore, will receive close at-

tention.
Col. Philip W. Downes, of Caro’ine, has said

that his county will give a safe democratic ma-
jority, and while he docs not want a p ace on

the ticket, he ni l be in the front rank in its

support and in behalf of Senator Gorman. Gov.

Lloyd's strength in Dorchester is expected to

do much to help tbe ticket there, hut bis con-
spicuous position as tbe State chief executive

may raise up an opposition at his own home,
such as other public men have experienced be-
fore in other localities. If the elements in

Western Maryland can accommodate their dif-
ferences, there will be more than a fighting,
chance for democratic victories in Garrett, Al-
legany. and iu Washington and Frederick. It
is apparent the republicans are beginning to

understand that the democrats propose an ag-

gressive campaign in every county of the Stale.
LTnder th lenure-ot-office act the collector of

the port of Baltimore, surveyor, naval officer
and other federal incumbents will each close

heir terms of four years early in 1886. and wui
tie immediately succeeded by detuocra s There
has been some pressure to have them removed
earlier, but an KiStern Shore leader last week
