On Tuesday of last week, the Executive
Committee of the Republican party met
in this village, accepted Col. Allston’s de-
clination as their candidale for the Senate
and selected Mr. John N. Graves, of Pa-
tuxent district, to fill the place.

Hon. Malcolm Hay, who at the begin-
ning of the present Democratic adminis-
tration was appointed as First-Assistant
Postmaster-General, died at his home in
Pittsburg, Pa., on Tuesday last, of con-
sumption, aged 43 years. Mr. Hay was
appeinted first-assistant postmaster-gene-
ral by President Cleveland and left a sick-
bed to go to Washington and accept the
position. He rallied for a short time, but
the onerous duties of his position told en
his delicate constitution and compelled
him to resign. He returned home, and
from that time until bis death has been
unable to leave the house.

A striking illustration of the reck'ess-
ness with which the people’s money was
expended under former administrations of
the Navy Department is afforded in the
report of the naval board appointed by
Secretary Whitney to investigate the “re-
pairs” to the Mohican, at Mare Island
navy-yard. Over $900,000 was expended
in rebuilding the vessel, although the orig-
inal estimate was for $185,590, exclusive
of boilers. The vessel is really a new
Mohican, built without authority of law
and at extravagant cost, due in large
measure to the fitful manner in which the
work was carried on for a period of thir-

teen years by orders from the Navy De-
partment, whose chief object seems to
have been not 80 much to build a vessel as
to provide light and easy employment for
political workers in the navy-yard.

A dispatch from Galena, Ill., says the
story of the estrangement between Nellie
Grant-Sartoris and her husband Algernon,
is believed by friends of the family. Mr.
and Mrs. Sartoris have virtually lived a-
part during the past five years, the latter
having passed most of the time very quiet-
ly with her children in Germany and in
Italy, while her husband has been roaming
about from place to place, with no settled
habitation. The reported escapade of Mr.
Sartoris, a few years ago, when he came
over to this country to look after some of
his father’s property at Green Bay, is now
known to heve disgusted the General and
his wife with their son-in-law, and made
a breach between Mr. and Mrs. Sartoris
that nothing can beal. It is supposed,
however, that Nellie has gone back to
England with a determination to faith-
tally perform her duties as a wife and
mother, as she always has done, and that

In thus putting himself on record as in
favor of intermarriage between the races,
the doctor has stepped very far in advance
of his party. In some of the most solidly
Repub'ican States of the Union they have
laws upon their statute books. put there
and kept there by Republizans, of exactly
the same character as that against which
the doctor has recorded his vote. It ap-|
pears to be generally credited by an intel-
ligent public opinion throughout the civil-
ized world that there is a kind of natura!|
law against the amalgamation of races
which our State Senator has put himselt
on record as favering. The colored peo-
ple themselves do not expect or desire|
such a state of affairs and it is a well
known fact that the opposition to this bill |
was not in the interest of tlie colored peo- |
ple. As anevidenceof how far in advance
of his party Dr. Lancaster places himlelf]
by that vote, it is only necessary to refer|
to the fact that out of 12 Republican Sen-|
ators in the Legislature of 1884, only 3
joined the doctor in this vote.

The lack of greater age, it is
thought, will rather in this case be in favor
of his selection, as his visits to Rome on
important occasions affecting the church
in this country would I'e more frequent
and prompt than if he were enfeebled by
age.

We commented last week upon the "jnb“I

The Result in Ohio.

Thac Ohio should elect a republican

They do not seem to have profited much
by Sherman’s campaign.

ored people to office cannot have been|

very strong, in view of the circumstance
that the republicans of Cincinnati failed
on election day to give Harlan, the only
colored man on their ticket, their full
vote, with the consequence that he is the
only man on their legislative ticket whose
defeat is beyond doubt. Taking the State
as a whole, the republicans appear to have |
won by reason of their success in polling
their full strength, together with the fail-
ure of the democrats to do their very best.
The majority is about the average repub-
lican majority in Ohio. The apathy which
in 1883 lost them the control of affairs
seems to have pusse«l, to some extent, to
their opponents. In Cuyahoga county,
for examp'e, Foraker’s vote in 1883 was
19,365, against 19,726 for Hoadly. This
year Foraker makes a gain of 12 votes,
while Hoadly loses 4,221.  Of the register-
ed voters of Cleveland 5,284, most of whem,
it is thought, were democrats, failed to go
to the polls. The reason for this demo-
cratic apathy is now in question. Some
persons attribute it to the discouragement
felt by stalwart democrats at the course of
the Cleveland administration in ignoring
the method of reform for which they voted
last November—the prompt substitution
of democrats for republican oflice-holders
throughout the country. *Itis of no use
to vote,” the “moss back” is credited with
saying in despair at the delay of the ad-
ministration to “iurn the rascsls out.”
Gov. Hoadley, however, maintains stoutly
the opinion that Cleveland’s civil-service
policy had nothing te do with the result
of Tuesday’s voting. On the contrary, he
states to an interviewer that “in his can-
