Proteet the Weanling Pigs.

The young pigs have doubtless done
very well during the warm weather
without especial care in the matter of
shelter from rain and changes of tem
perature. But changirg from the
milk of the mother to the mcs-es com
monly given at weaning time has this
effect: that more or less irritation is

caused in the digestive organs, fermen

tation supervenes, gas “accumulates,
the abdomen increases in size, and the
pig shows the effect of thisin the hair.
Now, when the cold rains of the fall,
or the first chilly nights, overtake a
pig in this condition, the internal or-
gans being a little disturbed and 1rri-
table, the rain or cold air sends the
circulation inward, the pig arches his
spine, and shows, by the shiver that
ruans over him, that he feels the cold
unduly. A short, hacking cough ap-
pears, and now the young thing needg
especial attention, for after a chill
then comes fever, and the owner need
not be surprised if he hag very soon a
case of bronchial or lung trouble, or
bowel disturbance.

October changes bring another form
of ailment to pigs. This comesin the
form of stiffness first, then rheuma-
tism. It requires but a night or two
of sleeping in the wet to brinz on ach-
ing muscles and joints, shown early
by a reluctance in leaving the nest,
and evidence given in the walk that
the pig is stiff and sore. The experi-
enced breeder needs no word of cau-
tion regarding these matiers; or, at
any rate, it is fair to prestme he has
often enough seen the fruits of neglect
to convince him that so tender a crea-
ture as the average high-bred young
pig can not be made profitable except
by keeping him well and thriving.
The character of exposure referred to
may bring on inflammation of the
eves, and especially is this likely to
follow if the pig sleeps upon or neara
manure pile. The ammouia engen-
dered in manure is especially irrita-
ting to the eyes. 1ts power is not us-
ually appreciated, but may be inferred
from the effect produced on the glass
windows of stables where manure and
urine have been allowed to accumulate
aud remain for a considerable time
The pig is ordinarily counted a filthy
animal ; but if left to his own choice
as to a comfortable place to sleep, and
not debarred from getting material
for a pest, he will build with dry ma-
terial, high enough to keep himself| .
clear of wet. Ience, the accidents
that come of exposure by sleeping in
a wet, muddy nest, are not chargeable
to the natural habits of the pig, but
to the confinement he is subjected to,
away from the conveniences his in-
sticet prompts him to use.

A
fast walk in a horse is the most valu-
able pace that training can teach. It]
is valunable in a plow horse, in a team-
ster, and particalarly so in the road-
ster that has to go long journeys such |
as are undertaken in uterior travel- |
ing. A horse which will walk five
miles an hour will get over his jour-|
ney of fifty miles a day without dis-|
tress either to himse!f or his rider, and |
morover will keep up sach a distance |
per day for ten days at a stretch and |
