The IT qnent
stirring of the soil, breaking up. dis-
integrating, and pulverizing, are ben-
eficial operations, fur, by keeping the
surface epen and loose, we aid the a 1-
mission of air and moisture, both of
which contain certain element* which
arc absorbed by the roots an 1 go far
go far towards making up tiie bulk of
all cultivated plants. Bat as a rule,
orchardists do not think they can af-
ford to plow, harrow, and keep down
noxious weeds in the orchard for no
other purpose than to benefit tha trees
and improve the quantity and quality
of the iruit; consequently, when they
plow’, it must be for the purpose of
sowing or planting, and the orchard
is kept constantly occupied with some
annual farm crop, or seeded down to
clover or grass. To sow grain of any
kind in an orchard, except on v-ry
moist soils, or in a humid climate, sel-
dom fails to check the growth of the
trees, because the growing grain will
take the moisture from the soil at the
very time the trees need it most.

Marketing Poultry-

When’ killed on the farm, poultry
should be starved thirty-six hours be
lure killed. During this time they
should remain perfectly quiet, and if
possible in the dark. At the end of
this, the food will all have been di-
gested, and the bowels will be empty,
or nearly so. Then, if they arc hung
up by the feet, bled by the mouth, dry
picked while warm, singed over an
alcohol lamp flame, and laid on a table
to cool, being formed up nicely into
shape, and wrapped or wound w ith
strips of muslin to keep them so while
they cool; in twelve hours they may
be packed. It is well to have clean
outstraw to line the boxes in which
they are packed for shipment, and the
boxes themselves should be light,
strong and tight. Clean barrels are
very good. The manner of packing
depends upon the size of the box or
barrel, and the character of the birds.
It should be uniform and systematic,
and always in distinct layers and very
close. They must, of course, be

thoroughly cold before they are packed.

The turnip is not injured by a slight
freezing, and as they seem to be mak-
ing their most rapid growth after the
nights get very cold, they arc tuually
left until the last of tlie harvest; but
some care is needed to avoid having
the ground freeze so solidly that the
turnips cannot be gotten out at all.
When a close watch cun be k-pt upon
the predictions of “Old Probabilities,”
and sufficient help is at hand to care
for the crop in a few hours if neces-
sary, they are often left until the lat-
ter part of the month near Boston,
but in more northern latitudes it might
not be safe to wait so long. If they
should fioeze slightly after they are
pulled, cover up from the rays of the
sun and allow them to thaw gradually,
and do not handle while frozen.
