Ensxlage for the Daxry

Mr. John Gould, of Ohio, writes the
Country Gentleman as follows respect-
ing the use of ensilage as a cheap, but
exceedingly valuable food for the pro-
duction of wmiik. The cheapness by
which it was pat into-the silos is sur-
prising, and indicates that these Ohic
dairymen are demonstrating that en
silage cannot only be grown abundant-
ly, but preserved so che.xp‘“ that the
rongh fodder for a cow need not ex

“ceed a mere nominal cost for the win
ter months. The letter says:

“I have been investigating to som:
extent the cost of filling the silos abow:
here, and I find that with differen
rmaethods from those originally practic
ed, the cost is sarprisingly small
Near me are three silos holding not
far from 400 tous each, and these art
now filled and weightel ready fo:
winter. That of Mr. Wing has 550
tons pitted, at a cost of 14 cts per ton
Mr. Blair, another neighbor, has 40(
tons in the pits, at a cost of 13 cents
Mr. Emory is cmmtmg on about 13
cents and Mr. Rice, with a small silo
will probably get off with an ouilay of
not far from 10 cts. per ton. Thes:
fizures do net include any compensa.
tion for the labor of the owner aud his
teams, but exactly what it costs fo
hired labor and breakage, the sam
rule the farmer applies to cu:ting hay
or grain, or other farm work hold:
good.

The idea of slowly filling the silo
is the explanation of the whule matte:
The haste is avoided, aud in its plac
—which means a great army of extru
men and teams, at a price far above
regular wages—one gets along with
the ordinary farm help, and an extrs
man or two lor three we: k., at regular
month wages. The employment of ar
engine, which, if the farmer does not
own, and few do, is by siow filling un-
nece-sary, and a single tread horse
power will put its twenty tons of fod
der into “chop” quite as well. Then
if two teams are furnished, cne for
each man, and a fifth horse [or the
tread, the matter of filling goes ex-
pedmou«ly forward. Oane of the
teams can early in the morning be
put on the reaper, and the days’s “cut”
is soon down, and the drawing then
commences. During the week
horses are changed about, so that cach
one has his turn upon the power.

About Fattenmg Stock

It is of course a prime requisite in |

fattening stock to know which are the |
most nutritious foods, aud then to have
them. But in fattening stock for the
money in it, somethmg else besides |
the character or kind of food must be
taken into consideration.

If we havz a choice in aninnls, as
we do have if we produee for the
shambles, we must select those which
have the largest capacity for convert-
ing food into flesh and fat, and then |
have the form to carry gaid flesh and |
fat. Depth of chest and fulnessin the

ore flank are essentials not to be over-
looked. While such conditions are a |
guarantee of capacity or “room” for
flesh they are further guarantee of a
Jarge capacity for converting food into |
ficsh.  Without ample powers for
mastication, dige-tion and healthful
assimilation of food, there is little
chance for valuable results in fatten- |
ing. In the extra pound of flesh that
one animal puts on over another in a |
given time, measures the comparative |
value of one animal over another for
beef production. The same amount
of focd to toth may produce very dif-
ferent results, in amount of weight of
beef preduct.

Beware, then, of the narrow chested
animals for fattening purposes. Given
