Salt an a Fcrlilimer.

In response to an inquiry o! a subter it er to

the Baltimore Sun, as to the value *f salt as a

fertilizer for tobacco, Mr H. H. Lewis, ol
Lynchbnrg, Va., an experienced tobacco pi.in

ter, writes as follows ;

“Salt is a good fertilizer for all kinds o
vegetation, and paiticulany tor tobacco planted
on old land, upon which shau d be scattered
broadcast, early in February, at least one and

a-balt bushels of Liverpool salt per acre, and
previous to tallowing. It will, io a gr-at
measure, destroy the cut worm, wrhicb is so

fatal to crops on old land. By this prac-ss
they are thrown to lire surface, iu a smet-frozen :
slate, and in that condition they are unable to

return to a sufficient depth for protection Iron,

the wintry blaals, and will therefore be aln.osr

entirely eradicated trom lie soil. Not only so,

the land will he thoroughly pulverized and in

line condition. Winter fallowing is an admir-
able idea, as it not only exterminates the insects,
but puleerizes the land by freezing and thaw
ing, which leaves it in tine condition for th

ensuing crop.’’
