The frightful explosion in the Orrell
mine, at Newbnrg, W. Va,on Thursday
of last weak, killed all but one of the 40
men who were in the shaft at the time
The Ciuse of the awful disaster is attribut-
ed to the removal of a bulkhead across
one of the ventila'ing galleries, which
turned the fresh air from i s proper course

and permitted the accumu’atiou of fire-

damp. This was ignited by an uncovered
lamp. When the explosion occurred the
cages were at, the bottom of the shaf, and
the iremenduous force resulting from the
combustion crushed them and the heavy
timber lining of the shaft into a confused
mass. This destruction of the cages obi ig-
ed the rescuers to resort to the iron coal
buckets as a means of reaching the level
of the drifts, and, as they wi'l hold but,
three men, the work of removing the ob-
structions proceeded very slowly. Fri-
day evening the searching party found at
the bottom of the shaft Daniel MMer and
his son. 15 years old, young Simmons, a
trapper, and young Clark, a driver. One
of the party is reported as saying that they
found a mule blewn 60 feet out of the sta-
bles with his halter on.

The Baltimore American says in 18821
and in 1884 bills to reduce the marriage
license fee were defeated in the Maryland
Legislature on partisan grounds.
