sioner of education lor 1883- 84 made to the

youth of school age in this Stale were enrolled
in public schools, about 28 per cent, of them

being in average daily attendance. Of the

whole number (470,393) enrolled, 31,337 were

colored, and 12,574 of that race were in daily
average attendance —a fair advance for the year

in both these items. The expenditures in 1883-

’B4, as compared with 1882-’B3, show increase

ot 5117,000, of which $50,000 were for teach-
ers’ salaries.”
