Feeding Lambs.

Feed a little grain daily, commeuc
ing as soon as the lambs are separated
from the ewes, when raised; and as
soon as brought home, when purchas-
ed. No matter how early this may be.
or how good the pasture, a little extra
feed in the shape ot corn, oil meal and
brn, will keep up a growth and thrift,
which with the increase of fleece pro-
duced will pay for the food con sum
ed. The pradice, will, at the same
time, accustom the lambs to the pre-
sence of the feeder, making them tame
and at the sam- time it will get them
use to the dry food so they will mt
mind the change when taken from the
pasture.
