
The President and the Senate.

The debate upon the Edmunds nso'u-
tions has been continued in the Senate,
with some interruption, since oar last is-

sue. Senators Pugh, Kcniia, and Maxey
have spoken in defense of the adminis ra-

tion and Senators Wilson, ol lowa, Cul-
!ot.n and Do'ph huv ¦ followed in the load
of Mr. Edmunds in support of the resolu-

tions and th position assumed by the
Republican Senators.

From the outset tlie Democrats st em to

have had the decided advantage in the
debate, Mr. Pugh maintained the Presi-
dent's position with great force and abil-
i y and his argument was a complete re-

ply to that of Senator Edmunds; bu the
speech of Mr. Kemia show# the falsity of
the Republican position ia a stronger
light than has vet been thrown upon it
and was altogether a most able anil well

i considered legal and constitutional argu-
ment.

The sole basis upon which Mr. Ed
tnunda rested the weight of his argument
was a subtle distinc jon which he.attempt-
ed to draw between the power to suspend
in his discretion, as conferred upon die
President by the amended tenure-of-etfi.e
act, and the power ol removal He s-
-slimed that the tenure of-ollice act is con-

stitutional legislation, and while conced-
ing that tlie power to suspend which he
compared to a temporary arrest, remains

always with the President, maintained,

nevertheless that the amended law slil
required the advice and consent of the
Senate to the removal of any officer,

which must be evinced by its concurrence
in the appoin ment of his successor. Mr
Kenna showed the falsity of that distinc-
iou very conclusively by the terms of the

amended law itse f, which provides that
in case the Senate shall reject the first suc-
cessor t the euspended officer nominated
by the President, then he shall, as soon as

may be, nominate no ne other person to jili
the vacancy. He very forcibly argued that
it the impropriety of the removal of the

, original incumbsnt was tlie ground upon

I which the Senate should act in rejecting
the appointment of his successor, it wou'd
have been the height of folly to provide
for the nomination of another person who,

however meritorious, would be rejec cd
for the same reason.

Thus ia the foundation upon which the
grave Senator rested his elaborate argu-

ment shown to be as untenable as the
quicksand and as that is undermined and
topples ever tilt whole superstructure of

sophistry will fl to the ground and be

demolished. It would seem ibat Mr. Ed-
munds has been conclusively met by the

jte:ms of the tenure-nf rllice law itself, up-
on which he bsi rested his assault upon
the administration. But behind this ies
the deeper question of the constitutional-

ity of that enactment of Congress, which
has been so freely and so frequently doubt-
ed, but upon which there has never been
any judicial decision. The Presiden’ in

, his message referred to the doubtful con-
stitu ionality of this law. It wiil be in-
teresting to hear what, if anything. Sena-

tor Evirts, who in the impeachment tiiil
so ablya-d successfully defended Previ
dent Johnson for entire y disregarding
tint law, wi ! now have to say r*gardin;
i s validity. The siUnce of this eminent
cots itu iona! lawyer, if lie prte rve it.
as he prob.bly will do.-will prove io he
another awkward embarrassment to the
assaulting Republican Senators

The Dustin case seems to have been an

especia ly unfortunate selection for the

Republicans, as it does not properly [ire

sent the alleged issue upon which they

claim to bs antagonizing the administra-
tion. Pastia’s term having expired be-

fore the commencement of die present ses-

sion of Congress, the question of consent-

ing 'o his removal in the appointment < f
his successor cannot possibly be consid-
ered. It aso appears that n papers id
the character called lor in this case are on

file in the Department of Justice. Tbs
Republicans ssem to have exhibited an

unusual propensity for b underiag in the
conduct of this assault upon the adminis-
tration ; but the Democrats will waive all

informalities anil meet fliem squarely on

the issue they have seen fit to make at to

the right of the Senate to share in ll e

President’s power of removal from office

and to examine the causes that influenced
him thereto.

There seems to be no room to doubt
that, as a legal proposition, the President's
exclusive power in this regard is well estab-
lished and that the Republicans have made
a great blunder in this matter Those few

Mugwumpian sUt smen who think that
the President should have waived his con-

stitutional prerogatives and “.et the coun-
try have the information called for” are not
entitled to much ronsideradon. The Presi-
dent proposes to exercise hisown constitu-
tional rights and the country will probably
be content to trust to Lis integrity and
sagacity without exacting an apologetic
explanation ol every official act and the

causes impelling him thereto.

The pending controversy between the

President and the Senate lias assumed
rather a ridiculous shape. Mr. Etnunds,
whose audaci'y and temper well fit him
for the arrogant position of lea ersltip he
has taken in this assault upon the Presi-
dent’s prerogative, trade one of his strong-

est points by insisting that the suspension
of Duskin from office did not operate to
remove him, but that he still remained
the attorney of the United States for Ala-
bama; or, as Mr. Emunds expressed it,

“the act of the President was not an at-
tempt to remove Mr Duskin, but to with-

hold from him tlte right to perform the
functions of the office until the judgment
ol tha Senate could be taken in respect of
itis removal and the appointment of a suc-

cessor.” It now turns out that Duskin's

commission has expired, and that he at
least is functus officio. The President has
already informed the Seriate that no pa-

pers had been filed in the case during the

period covered by the resolutions, so that

this august body is ca ling for papers
which have uo existence in order to letain

in office an official whose term has ex-

pired. There has been nothing like it

since Mias Kilmunsegg's father “washed

his hands with invisible soap in imper-
ceptible water.” Really one might sup-
pose the Senate of th. United States might
be better employed than in holding an in
quest upon the official remains of Mr.
Duskin. —Baltimore Sun.
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A despatch from Richmond announces
that Stonewall Jackson’s old charger died
at the Confederate Soldier's Home, at
Richmond Monday morning, of o'd age.
It is the intension of the Governors of the

Home to have a cast made of the horse,
and to have his skin stuffed and skeleto*
mounted.

The recent death of Senator Mil'er, of
California, will, for the present at least,

give the Democrats an additional Senator,

with a corresponding reduction on the
Republican side. The present Governor
of California, Gen. Stoneman, is a Demo-
crat, and he will hava the appointment of
a Senator to serve until the selection of
another by the Legislature which is to be
elected the coming fall. The Democrats
of Calitornia are hopeful of controlling

the next Legislature, and so give an addi-
tional Democratic vote in the Senate lor

some years.

Senator Peter, of Montgomery county,

has introduced a bill into tlte State Senate
providing for the establishment of an

Agricultural Experimental Station to be

supported at the expense of the S ate.
One of the features of this institution, if
established, will be ’be gratuitous analysis
of samples of commercial fertilizers when
presented by farmers. This feature of it-

self would fully warrant the maintenance

of such an establishment. The Times has

heretofore dwelt considerably upon the
great advantage which would accrue to j
the agricultur d interests ol the State by
the establishment of a department of the
public service which would afford this

opportunity to farmers.

When we consider the large amont of

money which is annually paid out by the
agricultural classes for fertilizers, together
With the fact that they have no guarantee

whatever of the value of what they buy
but the bare representation of the seller
which they have no possible means o(

verifying, except by observing the result
upon the crops —a very uncertain test —and

the importance of adopting some regula-
tions ofthis trade which shall give greater
security to the farmer will become appar-
ent.

It is tru# the Legislature of the State
has not overlooked this important consid-

eration and there are now laws on the

¦tatute books requiring all manufacturer
of fertilizers for sale in this State to have
the respective quantities of certain speci-
fied ingredients contained therein branded

on each package offered for sale, and an-

nexing a penally for a failure to comply
therewith. But tha trouble is no means

is afforded the farmer of ascertaining
whether or not the alleged analyses thus

branded upon the packages are gorrect or

not; and this fact is well known to the

manufacturer. Therefore, if dishonestly in-

clined, he would not hesitate to brand a
false and exaggerated analysis upon his

packages and take the remote chance of'
paying the small penalty imposed in case
the fraud should be discovered by the

farmer. Hence .results the necessity of
the Legislature supplementing the existing
statute regulations upon this vitally im-
portant subject by providing some means
of giving vitality and practical operation
to the existing law. This supplemest is
contained in tue measure now proposed
and it ought by all means to paas. We
hope that our representatives from this

county will give their active co operation
in making this bill a law.
