Should these various ass -ciations effeo
such a combination, the skilled laborers
of the country would probably constitute
a balance of power in politics. They
would then be in a situation to demand
and obtain from the government sack

as a means of increasing their profits
and the laboring man. who look* to his

| wages for the daily support .f hit family,
when unassured by the strength of as-'cia-
11ion, prefer* to endure the evils he has
than fly to others that he ku -ws not of.

And thus the process has gone on, the

rich growing richer and the poor still

more helpless and impoverished. Thus

has the onerous taxes extorted from the
agriculturist and the general conanmers-
of the country in the shape of a protective
tariff, gone to amass vast fortune* in the
hands of the few, while the very labor
that produced the wealth represented by
such fortunes is languishing in misery
and want.

A knowledge of these fac's forces upon
all calm judging cod disinterested minds,

a recognition and approval of the righ ,
of laborers to combine for their mutual
protection. . But this does not carry with

i- an approval of all the h-isty and indis-
creet things that hare been d-mc by labor
organization ; but. on the oilier hand, sug-

gests the necessity of recognizing these as-

sociations by law and seeking by tbit

means to diiect and assis' them iu their

contests wi'h capital for die preservation
of their rights But the meat s and
agencies by which this shall lie accomp-
lished are as yet problematical and un-

certain. But one thing is certain and that
is that these momentous questions will be

among tha most important po iticul prob-
lems which in die not distant future will
engage the attention of American sta es-

man.

The Local Laws.

We publish elsewhere by authority of

the county commissioners, live local 'aws

passed at the recent session of the Leg is-

lature for operation in this county.

The first of these reinstates the bounty

for the kil-ing of hawks, owls and crows.!
This law, which was a very necessary and i
proper one for restraining the too rapid
increase of the mischievous birds 'o which

it applied, was (in order to do something
and not knowing what to do,) repealed by
Mr. L. M. Southerland when he was in the

Legislature. The bounty is now properly
reinstated. The rapid increase of crows 1
in the county since the law was repealed
and their greater propensity to mischief

since our former statesman threw the man-

tle ofhis protection around them has been
noticed by many. They had grown so j
gentle and presumptuous that they disre-

garded the little devices which formerly
served to scare them away, and the injury
done to the corn crop during the past two

years by these birds has been very great.!
The small amount paid by the county for!
the bounties will result in a tenfold ad- 1
vantage to the farming i-.terests by res-

training these miachievous birds.
The next law is that regulating the ap-!

pointment of school commissioners in this

and three other counfes, upon which we

commented at length in our last issue.
The third authorizes the county com-

missioners to borrow an amount of money,

not exceeding $6,000, wherewith to pay
off the deficiencies bequeathed to us by
the years of local misrule. In regard to
the subject matter of this bill there has
been much diversity of opinion among

our people. The weight of opinion, as
far as we have been able to discover if,
seems to be adverse to the fastening of

any further permanent bonded debt upon

the county. It is thought bet'er to in-

crease the next levy by an amount suffi-

cient to cover the ‘‘deficiencies'' handed

down to ns by the years of local extrava- j
gance and misrule, rather than put a per-

manently increased burden upon thecoun

ty in the shape of a largely augmented ;
bonded debt. There are many gentlemen i
it is true, whose opinio- s are entitled to
much consideration, who take a different,

view and think that this burden shou’d ,
be distributed through a number of years
to come, by means of a bonded debt grad-
ually extinguished, rather than put it all :
Upon the people at such a stringent time |
as the present. But the weight of opinion,
we take it, is the other way

But all concur in the opinion that money

must be obtained at once wherewith to
discharge the accumulated Mainlines of
the county and avoid the expense of liti- ;
gation. It will be observed by reference
.to this bill that it is so drawn as to leave

the question still open for the considers- j
tion and determiaation of the commis-,
sinners It will be seen that while these;

bonds are made payable at the end of five!
years from their issue, they are neverthe- j
less redeemable at the option of the com-

Hfciissioner* at any time after the expira- !

r tion of one year. So the commissioners
have ample au'hority under this bill, if

they think proper, to borrow the necessary ;
money to liquidate the present indebted-1ness of the county and provide in the
coming levy for the total extinction ofi
the debt so incurred at the expiration of |
one year, or they may provide for the
gradual redemption of the debt annually
for the next five years. All things con
sidered, the former, we believe, would be

the wiser course and meet more generally
the approval of the people. i

The fourth provides that the clerk cf
the circuit court shall keep up the gener-
al index of the land records at the same 1
expense and in the same manner as other
public recording. It repeals the iniquit-;
ous job by which several thousand dol- j
lars has been put in the pockets of Mr
Stonestreet and Mr. Southerland for this

work and is in every respect an entirely
proper and necessary measure.

The other bill relates to the refunding
of taxes erroneously paid by Miss Olivia
Floyd.

State Senator Alpheus Beall McKaig, of

Allegany county, Md., died in Baltimore
Friday morning at an early boar, aged 38
years, of apoplexy after a short illness.

He was taken sick on Tuesday of last

Week, the symptoms at the outstart giving
no occasion for alarm. He arrived in
Baltimore the Monday before, on a visit
of a few days ; Tuesday afternoon, about
3 o’clock, on returning to bis sister-in-law s

bouse, he complained of feeling unwell,
and went to bed. His symptoms grew

Worse, and on Wednesday a physician was

summoned. The case was pronounced
dangerous, hut the patient was somewhat

better Thursday morning. That afternoon

at three o’c'ock he was attacked with con-
vulsions, which 'as’cd as hour. From

this attack he never rallied, but grew con-
tinuously worse, and at one o’clock Friday
morning had another convulsion, which
fended in paralysis of the lower extremi-

ties. Two physicians were in attendance

at this time. They gave stimu'ants and
hypodermics, but he died at 4;25 o’clock,

having been unconscious for three hur.

Was not often on the floor, but when he
spoke he was listened to with attention.
He was chairman of 'he committee on mi-
litia, and he had much to do with shaping
the bill now a law for the organization of
an efficient Maryland national guard. He
was second oti the education committee,
and he was also a member oi the commit-
tee on public institutions, on public
buildings at Annapolis, and on federal
relations. His death creates a vacancy
which must bo filled at the next general
electien for members of the Legislature.
