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The Blair educational bill which passed
the Senate during this session, and aboni

Representatives, to whom it was referred
when it reached that body.

During the first nine months of the pre

sent year the Democratic A dministratioi

has made a saving of 123,000,000 over th<

There was a strong fight made to induce

the President to reappoint the Republican
postmaster of Brooklyn, N. Y. It wrs re-
ported that the appointment rt Mrs,

Thompson greatly encouraged the Brook-

lyn incumbent and his friends. The Pres-
ident, however, has just nominated a Dem-

ocrat for the place. The Democratic Con-

gressmen up that way neglected to recom-
mend a Republican.

There was a great outpouring of people
at Montgomery, Ala., Wednesday of last
week, to see and hear Jefferson Davis, ex-

Preaident of the Southern Confederacy.
The occasion was laying the foundation

of a monument te the Confederate dead.

Mr. Davis made a brief address. The
orator of the day was Gen John B. Gordon.
Mr. Davis spoke from the spot where in
1861 he took the oath ofoffice ae President

of the Southern Confederacy.

The Board ofPublic Works met at An-

napolis on Thursday f last week and

elected Mr. Jacob Plowman, of Harford

county, commander of the State fishery
force, in place of Capt. James I. Waddell,
deceased, and deferred the other appoint-
ments for two weeks. Mr. Plowman was

put in nomination by State Treasurer

Archer. Comptroller Turner also sup-

ported him. Gov. Lloyd nominated his
friend, Capt. Travers, but afterwards voted

to make Mr. Plowman’s nomination unan-
imous.

From what we can laarn there seems to

be no probability of the President at an
early day, making the appointment of In-
ternal Revenue Collector for Maryland
Why this delay no one seems able to an-
swer. We have heard that delays are
sometimes dangerous, we hop* it may not

prove so to the party in this case. The

American's Washington correspondent re-
ports Mr. Compton as saying on this sub-
ject last Saturday that “there is no hope
for a change while Congress is in session.
I don’t intend to try and make one, fer
the President has 'told me that he would
not think cf nominating a man for the
place, and there is no use to urge any one.
So, I do not intend to worry about it.”

When the President called upon Secre-
tary Manning, who is still confined to bis
residence in WagbingtoQjxoqi tha_effects

ofhis recent serious illness, Mr. Manning

spoke of the serious nature of his attack,
and what a narrow escape he had had,
and then told the President candidly that
he had come to the conclusion that it was
best for him not to go back to the Treas-
ury. The President, of course, regretted
this decision, but he could not gainsay
the arguments of the Secretary. It was
understood, however, between them that
Mr. Manning will not at present send in
his resignation, but will give the Presi-
dent ample time to look around for a pro-
per successor. >¦

I. Parker Veazcy, who a little less than

a year ago was appointed by President
Cleveland as postmaster at Baltimore, re-
signed the position on Friday last and

Mr. Frank Brown was immediately named
as his successor. Mr. Veazey gives as the
only reason for resigning the position that
it interfered with his law practice, and as

it became necessary to sacrifice one or the

other he concluded to resign the post-

mastership. Mr. Veazey was the first

Federal appointment made in Maryland,
and his management of the pos office has
been such as to merit the approbation of
the business men and citizens of Balti-

more generally. Mr. Brown will assume
charge of the office as soon as his nomina-

tion in confirmed Dy the Senate.

The State board of public works, at

their meeting on Thursday, received a

communication from the president and
directors of the Chesapeake and Ohio Ca-
nal Company asking for authority to ne

gotiate the sale of $106,000 of the 6 per
cent, repair bonds, the money to be used

to repair the canal damages. The board
of public works gave their unanimous as-

sent to the negotiation. The board also
held a meeting in the evening to arrange
for advertising for the refunding of the

due and maturing State loans under the

act passed by the late Legislature. About
$1,800,000 is t be refunded, of which
$681,000 is overdue and the remainder

will mature in 1887. It is proposed to
refund these loans at the lowest late at-

tainable. State Treasurer Archer says the
State 3.63a sold recently at 111, or less
than 3 per cent, interest, and he indicates
that the loans may be refunded on equally
favorable terms.

The railroad strike ia the West had
hardly quieted when another of even
greater magnitude has sprang up. The
workingmen’s unions tbrougheut the

country have recommended to their mem-
bers that eight hours should be considered

a day’s work, and have advised them te
ask employers for such reduction of hours
without, however, any reduction in pay.
This demand was made at the works of
the McCormick Reaper Company in Chi-

cago and refused, and the workmen at
once struck. The places of the strikers
Were soon filled, but scenes of violence
were daily enacted between the strikers
and those at work. This culminated in a
riot at Chicago on Tuesday last, when io
a conflict between some anarchists, who
Were using their efforts by incendiary har-
angues, to keep up the bad feeling among
the strikers, and tbs policemen of that
city, from 10 to 20 on each side lost their
lives, and a much larger number seriously
wounded. The eight-hour movement has
become general throughout the country.
