At a meeting of the directors of the Wash-
ington and St. Miry’s railroad company in

Philadelphia last week, a purchase contract for j
3,000 acres of land and water property at St
Mary’s, Md., for harbor purposes, was ratified
and $400,000 appropriated for docks and com-

mencement of the company’s road from St.
Miry’s to Washington. The Philadelphia In-
nuirer says: “The company wi.l extend its
road from Washington to Pennsylvania, to con-

nect with the proposed direct overland railroad
s-stem from New Jersey hay to San Francisco
bay. TbeSt. Mary's Harbor company has been
inaugurated, and will build an unequaWed
ocean fleet of steamers to make trips between
St Mary’s and Brest, France, in five and
half days.

Destruction by the Tobacco Fly.

Complaints are reaching us from every sec-

tion of the county of the extensive ravages by

the fly upon tobacco beds. As a prominent
planter remarked in our hearing a day or two

ago, the chief reliance now must be on late beds,

just seeded, and that being the case the crop

must necessarily be a late and a troublesome |
one. A great many farmers within the last few
days sowed beds, selecting low moist land and
soaking the seed. They hope thereby to pro-
duce plants large enough for plaaling iu Jane.

The outlook, however, for the usual crop is dis-
couraging so far as can be judged from prevail-
ing reports. The continued dry weather has
had the effect of promoting the destructive work

of the little insects. It has been quit a number
of years since the cxmolaint has been so

general.

No one has
yet been able to find out where the herring
breeds, but his cousins, the shad and olewife,
are home bodies, and they seek always the
rivers where they first came into being when
