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The physicians of ex-Senator David

The final ceremonies at-
tending the elevation of the Archbishop
to this exalted office will be held at the
Cathedral in Baltimore on June 30th.

A Dutch ‘grandfather’s clock,” 100
years old, and a black poodle dog have
arrived at the White*lJouse as presents for
Mr. and Mrs. Cleveland. They came from
Antwerp and were presented by the agent
of the Red Star Steamship Line. The
duty on the dog, which is worth nothing,

for, was SO. The dog was runnieg around
the White Heuse Monday, already at home
with his new mistress, but the tick of the
old clock, for which a permanent place
has not yet been selected, was silent.

Arrangements for the erection at Get-
tysburg of the monument by the surviv-

ing members of the Second Confederate
Maryland Regiment are about completed. ,
The monument will be erected on the line
of breastworks captured by the Second (
Maryland on the evening of July 2, 1863, j
which was occupied by it all the night ‘
until the morning of the 3d, when they j
formed at right angles, and made a charge ,
in which Capt. W. 11. Murray was killed (
and ’.Major W. W. Goldsborough danger- ,
ously wounded. The late James R. Her- ]
bert was wounded when the breastworks
were taken. The erection of these monu-
ments is to preserve the lines that sepa- .
rated the Federal and Confederate forces ,

during the war. The monument of the |
Second Maryland Regiment is a handsome |
piece of work. It cest SI,OOO. It is
thought that the monument will be erect-
ed the latter part of August.

The Charleston, S. C., papers publish a

letter from President Clevelaad acknowl-
edging the receipt from the citizens of
Charleston of a massive silver vase, accom-
panied by a letter to Mrs. Cleveland, say-
ing that it was intended as a token of the
high esteem in which President Cleveland
was held in Charleston by reason of his
ability, his true manliness and his con-
stant fidelity to his obligations under tbe
Constitution and laws of these reunited
States. The President, after thanking the
donors in the name of Mrs Cleveland and
himself, assures them that the letter and
tile gift will for all time serve “as remind-

ers not only of the happiest incident of
my life as a citizen, but cf the further fact
that in my official character tbe humble
efforts I have made to assure good govern-
ment to the people and complete reconcil-
iation between all sections of the land, are
considerately and pleasantly recognized
by my fellow-countrymen.”

The President on Monday sent to Con-
gress fifteen veto messages, six of which
were sent to tbe Senate and nine to tbe
House of Representatives. In his message

vetoing the bill granting a pension to
Elizabeth B. De Kraft the President says
his objection is that it is of no possible
advantage to the beneficiary: that the pre-
sent pension laws give her all the advan-
tages which she should receive under the
special law. The President adds: “Iam
so thoroughly tired of disapproving gifts
of public money to individuals whe, in
my view, have no right or claim to the
same, notwithstanding apparent congress-

ional that I interpose with a
feeling of relief in a case where I find it
unnecessary to determine the merits ol
the appplication. In speaking of the pro-
miscuous and ill-advised grants of pen-
sions which have lately been presented to
me far approval, I have spoken of their
“apparent congressional sanction” in rec-
ognition of the tact that a large propor-
tion of these bills have never been sub-
mitted to a majority of either branch of
Congress, but are the result of nominal
sessions held for the express purpose of
their consideration, and attended by a
small minority of the members of tbe leg-
islative branch of government. Thus, in
considering these bills. Ihave not felt that
Iwas aided by the deliberate judgment of
the Congress, and when Ihave deemed it
my duty to disapprove many of the bills
presented, I have hardly regarded my ac-
tion as a dissent from the conclusions of
the people’s representatives. i
