Skimmed Milk for Hens-

The editor of the Poultry World,
finding that a neighbor, whom he had
furnished with pnllets, had beaten him

in eggs, inquired into the cause, and
gives the following explanation. To
this we may add that any kind of
sour inilk thickened with bran, is
very excellent food for all kinds of
poultry.

“They commenced laying in Octo-
ber and have been at it ever since, to

the astonishment, if not the envy of
the neighbors of the fortunate owner,
who has been selling eggs for the past
four months for forty-five cents per
dozen and upward. Not one particle
of meat or scrap is given, and but the
veriest trifle of vegetable food is fed
in the shape of a few boiled potatoes
about ouce a week. An abundance
of’ grain is allowed of various sorts,
ground and unground, but never
cooked, and plenty of unburut oyster
shell pounded, are at all times accessi-
ble. They have a supply of skimmed
milk every day, so that they can help
themselves to what they want, no
other drink being provided. Skim-
med milk and the white of an egg are
very much alike, though the cream
has" been separated, undoubtedly the
full allowance of Indian corn supplies
the oily constituents of the yolk.
Some farmers think they cannot af-
ford to give milk to hens, but must
save it for the pigs. But ifskimmed
milk is worth 1-1 cents per quart to

feed to swine, as some claim, it is
worth 3 cents for poultry, if, by its
use, winter eggs can be obtained and
sold at high prices.”

Too Early Pasture.

As the auctioneers say, this is the
last call for advice about turning cows
on early pasture in the spring. Do
not do it. There is very little sub-
stance in the early grass, while its acts
like candy on the child’s stomach by
spoiling the appetite for more whole-
some food. At the same lime do not
let the cows slacken in their milk-
yields if they are fresh. Put yourself
to an extra strain if necessary to ob-
tain suitable food and enough of it to
keep up the flow until the grass in the
pasture ia strong and healthy, and
then let the cows accustom themselves
to it by feeding only a few hours a day
for the first few weeks. All of this is,
of course, known to the dairyman, but
only too many of them need to be re-
minded to keep them from falling into
the same error year after year. An
appetite spoiled or a milk yield allow-
ed to shrink in the spring means a
steady loss all through the summer.
Whatever headway your animals have
gained hold on to, or you will regret
it before the fall.

The Profits

Profits in farming consists in devot-
ing most of yonr land to grass and
stock; in making large quantities of
manure, and applying it to a small
portion of cultivated land, giving
high cultivation. In this way more

grain, roota, etc., will be raised one
year with another than can he raised
on the whole farm by the usual skim-
ming and half cultivating process.
Here is success in a nut-shell; your
farm and pocket will grow fat; no
mistake about it!

Profit in stock-raising comes from
giving the best care and shelter with
full feed from beginning. In breed-
ing use only thoroughbred males;
half breds produce only mongrels and
scrubs. One pound of sulphur to
twenty of salt will prevent disease,
and keep your animals healthy. Al-
ways salt the hay in the mow. One
is apt to neglect giving salt in winter.
Add sulphur, as it prevents bay from
molding and keeps it sweet.

Care of Horses.

1. Never allow any one to tease or
tickle your horse in the stable. The
animal only feels the torment and
does not understand the joke. Vic-
ious habits are thus easily brought on.

2. Never beat the horse when in the
stable. Nothing so soon makes him
permanently vicious.

3. Let the horse’s litter be dry and
clean underneath as well as on top.
Standing on hot fermenting manure
makes the hoofs soft, and brings on
lameness.

4. Change the litter partially in
some parts and entirely in others, ev-
ery morning; and brush out and clean
the stall thoroughly.

5. To procure a good coat on your
horse use plenty of rubbing and
brushing. Plenty of “elbow grease”
opens the pores, softens the skin and
promotes the animal’s general health.

Inoculating for Hog Cholera.

The Oskaloosa Herald says: “Dr.
Schermerhorn, of Jefferson, la., a very
worthy man one who is constantly ex-
perimenting in a practical way, thinks
that he has discovered a cure for hog
cholera. He ha* followed out Past-
teur’s theory as applied to hydropho-
bia and other diseases, and prevent
the disease from spreading by inocula-
tion. It is said that out of a herd of
100 which has been exposed, fifty
were not so treated. Of the former
but one died, while in the latter the
cholera ran its course.

Hoven.

The Toronto Mail says: Hoven, the
result ef eating too much green clover
in pasture, ia easily prevented. Have
a good straw stack accessible to cattle,
and they will always eat sufficient of
the dry stuff to neutralize the evil ef-
fect of clover. If one has no stack
then give a small ration of dry hay or
straw each day. If the trouble ap-
pears, administer to the affected ani-

* mal, as soon as discovered, five or six
tablespoonfuls of spirits of turpentine.
tTnless the subject is too far gone to
stand, this willgive relief.
