Mr. William E. Smith, assistant Secre-

tary of th Treasury, having resigned iu
order to accept the position of solicitor for
the St. Paul, Minneapolis and Manitoba

Railroad Company, the President has se-

lected as his successor Hon. Hugh S.

Thompson, Governor of South Carolina.
Mr. Thompson is said to be a man of abil-

ity, and to be in entire accord with the

President’s policy on all public questions.
He has been prominently identified with
the educational interests of his State, and

is now serving out his second term as its
governor. Gov. Thompson has resigned
his office of Governor of South Carolina
and will immediately eater upon the du-

ties of his new office, his nomination hav-
ing already been confirmed by the Senate.

The civil-service rule prohibiting per-
sons over 45 years of age, excepting Fede-
ral veterans, from being applicants for

employment in the government civil ser-
vice, was established by President Arthur
under the euthority conferred by the Pen-
dleton bill. President Cleveland, it is
said, after maturely considering it, has ar-

rived at the conclusion that ths rule is a
hardship and not necessary for the preser-
vation of the efficiency of the civil service-
It is said that he will make a change rais-

ing the age qualification to 55 years. This
will be a move in the right direction.
We have no doubt that in time the Presi-

dent and his civil-service commissioners
will recognize the propriety of smoothing
down some of the asperities, of civil ser-

present harsh rules, thereby better adapt-
ing the civil-service law to the present
temper of the people.

There is nothing in the condition of the
business before Congress to prevent the
adjournment of that body before the 21st
of the present month. The general defic-

iency and the fortifications bills are the
only ones still requiring consideration in
the House, and these can be gotten out of
the way within the present week. The
Senate, of course, has these and other ap-
propriation bills yet to consider, but un-

less the unexpected happens, there will be
everything to favor speedy action upon
them. When the appropriation bills have
been disposed of the House will undertake
to consider, it is said, before adjournment-
the interstate commerce bill, the land-for-
feiture bill and Mr. Morrison's resolution
to apply part of the surplus to the redemp-
tion of bonds. The absurd structure of
Mr. Randall's tariff bill will also, it is
thought, bo exposed in an adverse report
made upon it by Mr. Morrison.— Balto. Sun. |
