have been reduced, not by the protectn'c:
tariff but in spite of it. The best practi-
cal refutation of this absurd contention is
found in the fact, which is well establish- ‘
ed, that the American manufacturers of |
hardware have two price lists by which |
they sell the same articles in the L’uiu:dI
States and in Mexico. The prices in|
Mexico are from 25 te 35 per cent lower!
than they are in the United States, for the
reason tbat in Mexico they compete with
Engish manufacturers, while in this coun-
try where English competition is shut off
by the tariff, they can and do charge |
great deal more for their goods. And 1
yet these same goods, it is true, are lower |
in this country now than they were twenty-
five years ago.

A glance will show the inconsistency of
this fallacy with the other leading conten-
tion of the protectionists—that the tariff
protects the American laborer from com-
Ppetetion with the pauper labor of Europe.
If protection really made prices lower in
this country than ia free trade countries,
then, as a natural corsequence, the Amer-
ican manufacturer must pay lower wages
in order to do business at a profit. Bat
in their eagerness to keep the incubus of
a protective tariff fastened on the Ameri-
can people, the protectionists are like un-
to the traditional drowning man who
caught at straws.

The ZTrade, a journal devoted to the
canned goods interests of Maryland, com-
